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The War Runway

When Prime Minister Modi landed his C-
130J aircraft on the first emergency airstrip
in the Northeast, in Dibrugarh, Assam, he
became the first world leader and the first
head of government. This milestone is a
significant achievement and multifaceted.
Our Rafale, Sukhoi-30, and Tejas fighter jets
also touched down on the emergency
runway and then took off. This 40-minute
maneuver was witnessed by China, 200
kilometers away, and many countries
around the world were alarmed! Prime
Minister Modi formally inaugurated the
airstrip and witnessed the maneuvers. This
landing of the world's first Prime Minister
is not just an electoral or political narrative;
it is also a demonstration of our defense
preparedness, strategic strength,
technological capabilities, and, of course,
national security shield. It is also an
expression of self-reliant India. This air
defense front and emergency airstrip are
also essential because the style of warfare is
changing. Now, the enemy first cripples the
enemy's air force by attacking air bases,
bases, and targets. During '""Operation
Sindoor," Indian Air Force fighter jets and
missiles attacked and destroyed key
Pakistani airbases, leaving deep craters in
the airbases, leaving behind a vast expanse
of debris. It has been reported that our
aircraft destroyed nine enemy airbases,
including radars, AEW systems, and other
systems, so effectively that conducting air
operations from there and preparing the
airbases for war would take a long time.
Although our relations with China are
changing and improving, China remains a
rival and untrustworthy country, and a
section of the ruling and political
establishment within India continues to
consider it '"enemy number one."
Nevertheless, this 4.2-kilometer-long airstrip,
built on National Highway 37, at a cost of
2100 crore, will be able to land 40-ton fighter
jets and also operate 74-ton transport
aircraft. In case of war or any emergency,
rescue and military operations will be
immediately possible. An emergency airstrip
was also built on the Purvanchal
Expressway in Uttar Pradesh. The Prime
Minister landed there as well. Indeed, such
strategic preparations demonstrate that the
world of defense production and military
strategy has transformed in India. While
allocating ?7.85 lakh crore to the Ministry
of Defense in the 2026-27 budget may be a
national, annual formality, India's own
defense production in 2024-25 exceeded
?1.54 lakh crore, a record and 174 percent
higher than in 2014-15. India has exported
BrahMos missiles, Dornier-228 aircraft,
bulletproof jackets, Chetak helicopters, light
torpedoes, interceptor boats, and
ammunition worth ?23,622 crore to more
than 100 countries. Countries like the United
States and France are also buyers of our
defense equipment. Is this not a reflection of
India becoming strategically self-reliant?
The Tejas fighter aircraft that participated
in the exercise is an indigenous, Indian
aircraft. Now, 60% of the Rafale fighter
aircraft's components and equipment will be
manufactured and produced in India. This
is enshrined in the new agreement with
France for 114 Rafale aircraft. Therefore,
96 Rafale aircraft will be manufactured in
India. The remaining 18 aircraft will be
manufactured in France. India has set a
target of increasing defense production to
?3 lakh crore and exports to 250,000 crore
by 2029. This year, the budget also includes
a capital budget of ?2.19 lakh crore to
significantly modernize and strengthen
weapons, missiles, aircraft, drones, and other
military capabilities. It is noteworthy that
increased domestic defense production has
reduced dependence on imports. This has
enabled the integration of over 16,000 small,
micro, and medium enterprises,

Strengthening the Justice System

The India AI Impact Summit discussed the use of Al in the judiciary, which aims to strengthen India's judicial system. AI can reduce
paperwork and aid research and analysis through machine learning, but decisions
will be based on human discretion. Under the e-Courts project, Al tools are helpful in
translation and file analysis. Judicial reforms are also essential for effective use to reduce
the backlog of cases. It is appropriate and timely that a session on the use of artificial
intelligence in the judiciary was organized at the India AI Impact Summit.

While Al is being used in the judicial system on a limited scale, it remains to be assessed
whether it is achieving the desired : results. Currently, under the e-Courts project,
various Al-based tools are being used in the judicial system. For example, a machine learning tool translates court judgments from English
to regional languages. Thousands of judgments have been translated into various languages ? ?through this. Another tool helps analyze files
and find relevant laws and precedents. Similarly, some High Courts are using tools that convert witness statements directly into digital text.
Al should be used in the judicial system in a way that increases the chances of people getting timely justice. Of course, AI cannot, and should
not, be used for such a purpose. AI cannot replace human judgment, but it can certainly be used to reduce the burden of paperwork.
Research, analysis, and data collection can also be performed through Al. Furthermore, it should be understood that the use of Al in the
Jjudicial system will only be effective if the required judicial reforms are also implemented. It is essential to put an end to the cycle of
adjournments. Similarly, it is crucial to curb frivolous petitions in the name of public interest litigation. It should not be overlooked that while
reforms are taking place in every field, fundamental judicial reforms that are necessary are not progressing. As a result, the backlog of cases
continues to grow, from district courts to the Supreme Court. Crores of pending cases not only frustrate millions of people but also hinder
the nation's progress.

An effort to shape the Al ??landscape,
potentially rebalancing geopolitics.

If India
succeeds, it may be able to rebalance the geopolitics of AL It is certain that India will not be satisfied with merely occupying a compartment
on this AI Express. It also wants to be part of the engine.

She was extremely cute and beautiful, so
she was offered good roles. Nimmi had no shortage of films. However, she was receiving more offers for second lead roles. Nimmi felt that playing the second lead in films would not be a
good career. She rejected many film offers due to this. Eventually, Nimmi agreed to some films for financial reasons, and then she also received some lead roles. She appeared in several films,
including ""Aan," '""Deedar," ''Saza," ''Udan Khatola," '"Bhai-Bhai,"" and '"Kundan.' The title of '"The Unkissed Girl of India' is a well-known story. Nimmi earned the title of '"The
Unkissed Girl" in London. In 1952, when her film '"Aan'' premiered in London, major Hollywood stars were present. The film premiered at the Rialto Theatre in London, where several
foreign filmmakers and actors also attended. Errol Flynn, a famous actor of that era, tried to Kiss her hand, but Nimmi pulled her hand back and said, ''I'm an Indian girl, we don't do
that." The next day, the headline in London newspapers read ''The Unkissed Girl of India." This story became quite popular in India as well. It is said that at the premiere of this film, some
filmmakers offered Nimmi a Hollywood film, but she turned it down. Hollywood films often feature lovemaking scenes, which Nimmi was uncomfortable doing, and that's why she turned
down these offers. Nimmi's career was ruined. It is said that after the death of her character in the film ''Aan," the distributors complained that the audience couldn't bear to see Nimmi die.
A new dream sequence was added to the film so that Nimmi would appear on screen longer. Legends like Raj Kapoor, Dev Anand, and Dilip Kumar longed to work with Nimmi. In the 1963
film '""Mere Mehboob,' Nimmi was offered the second lead role, as she wanted to play Rajendra Kumar's sister. Although director Harman Singh Rawail approached her for the lead role,
Nimmi refused. Ultimately, Nimmi landed the second lead role, while Sadhana got the lead role. This film catapulted Sadhana's career, and Nimmi began receiving more second lead roles.
'""Pakeezah'' is also considered the biggest mistake in Nimmi's career. It is said that she was initially offered the lead role, but the film took so long to be made that Meena Kumari ultimately
took the lead. She left Bollywood after marriage. It is said that Nimmi once had a strong crush on Dilip Kumar. However, Nimmi was linked with many other men. But she fell in love with
the renowned screenwriter S. Ali Raza. It is said that they fell in love during the shooting of the film '"Aan'' and married in the 1960s. Ali Raza had written films like ''Aan'' and ''Andaz''
for Nimmi. The two had no children, but their relationship remained intact until Ali Raza's death. Her husband passed away in 2007. Although Nimmi did adopt her sister's son. Actress
Nimmi's final years were not spent in anonymity, but in peace. However, she became quite lonely after her husband's death. She passed away on March 25, 2020, at the age of 88 in Mumbai.
Throughout her career, Nimmi acted in numerous films, earned considerable fame, and left many memorable gifts to Hindi cinema.
