The Pause System in the

Address
Evoking the tradition of looking for the

undesirable in the government's words

during the busy budget session, Governor

Shiv Pratap Shukla sets some limits. The

"pause" system has been introduced in what

we consider the Governor's address, a

crucial document of the government or a

testimony to the state's economic indicators.

If the Governor did not read anything

during the silence from paragraphs 3 to 16,

then this represents a restricted chapter of

citizen information, or rather, a new product

has emerged in the category of governments.

The Governor, considering it a "double

engine", "single engine", and now, due to

His Excellency's displeasure, a "pony

government", has deducted 25 percent of the

government's marks. Ironically, just as the

US President was raising tariff card rates

while cutting the central government's

marks, the position of Governor is now bent

on undermining the credibility of non-BJP

governments. This should be considered an

unnecessary step in the definition of

democracy. We've heard non-Punjabi-

speaking governors in Punjab deliver their

speeches in Punjabi, so that citizens can feel

that the government's voice is clear and

original. To validate the accountability of an

elected government in Himachal Pradesh,

the governor's address to the House is

credible. But now these traditions are being

changed. By reading the government's fifty-

page list of achievements in just two minutes,

the governor upended the tradition of

delivering a pre-budget address. The

question now isn't why the governor did this,

but rather how one works as a human being

with the mindset of constitutional positions.

If the position of governor of a state can't

pass through the government's doors, is this

a new beginning or a warning to change

paths? Clearly, there must have been some

resentment or shackles to walk on the path

of reality, and even greetings are now a plea

on the front lines of bitterness. The

government must resolve the economic

hurdles in the state's destiny, but to express

its sentiments, it needs the voice of the

Governor, who holds a constitutional

position. This question, while not one of

agreement or disagreement, became one of

the Governor's objection, where his

language didn't match the government's.

Now, paragraphs 3 through 16 assume

increased significance. Clearly, the truth that

the government was able to convey in the

state's economic context became a "pause"

for the Lok Bhavan. Even before this, drafts

have been divided between the government

and the Lok Bhavan. Some bills, even after

being passed, have been rejected due to the

self-proclaimed dignity of the Lok Bhavan.

Meanwhile, proposals to extend the mayor's

term and remove the High Court Chief

Justice's interference from the RERA

selection committee and appoint a Chief or

Additional Chief Secretary were removed

from the scope of reconsideration and passed

again. Thus, this, like the "What is this

relationship?", established that the

jurisdictions of two constitutional positions

are colliding. This is not a good omen and is

creating new assumptions for the future,

deviating from traditional sensibilities. While

Lok Bhavan has doubts about the

government's intentions, the elected

government relies on the strength of its

majority rather than the Governor's

objections. Overall, we can conclude that,

through the lens of Lok Bhavan, the scope

of governmental disagreement in Himachal

Pradesh has widened to the point where

freedom of speech is now faltering in the

Governor's silence. Ultimately, how

democratic is the essence of what the

Governor is trying to prove by shackling

these thirteen legs, or will this treatment of

a non-BJP government now appear ,
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A friendship with limitless potential

France also supported

India after the 1998 nuclear tests. French President Emmanuel Macron's visit to Mumbai was not merely a formal exercise for a head of

state, but also a symbol of the dynamism of India-France relations. The relationship between these two eternal allies continues to deepen.

The new designation of the bilateral strategic partnership as a "Special Global Strategic Partnership" demonstrates the broad and multifaceted

relationship between Paris and New Delhi. The relationship between the two countries has stood the test of time. The main reason behind

this is the prioritization of strategic autonomy in foreign policy. Even during the Cold War, when Western countries adopted a policy of

neglect and suspicion towards non-aligned India, France was more tolerant of India than other NATO members, as France did not want to

make decisions under US pressure. After India's nuclear tests in 1998, France was the only Western power that did not impose economic

sanctions on New Delhi. Moreover, it did not allow any reduction in nuclear energy cooperation. If anyone began to recognize India as an

independent power center, a credible democracy, and a major economic opportunity, it was France. There has been a consistent consensus

in France that India's support is essential if the European Union is to establish its identity and credibility distinct from the US and China.

These sentiments were recently expressed during Macron's visit to India. Macron said that both sides are "opposed to any kind of hegemony"

in areas ranging from the Indo-Pacific to technology. He also compared their relationship to a "sovereign alliance." In this context, Prime

Minister Narendra Modi stated that both countries believe in a "multipolar world" and are striving to achieve that goal. The essence of this

is that France and India will work together in key areas so that they are not forced to follow the path of either the US or China. It is possible

that this will pave the way for a third alternative. The potential for a third alternative is not without reason. In recent times, US President

Trump's disrespectful attitude towards Europe and China's aggressive trade policies have hurt Europe. This has also strengthened France's

desire for a third alternative. India-France relations are also flourishing on the strategic front. This can be gauged from the fact that France

has become the second largest arms exporter to India after Russia. Given the pace at which agreements are being reached for the sale and

joint production of fighter jets, submarines, and engines, it would not be surprising if France overtakes Russia in the coming years. The

Rafale aircraft, H-125 helicopters, Hammer missiles, Scorpene submarines, and fifth-generation jet engines co-developed and co-produced

by France with India will play a crucial role in countering China and balancing power in Asia. It's also worth noting that France does not

sell any lethal weapons to China or Pakistan, while Russia has been supplying China with sophisticated weapons. France-India bilateral

military cooperation is not limited to weapons. Focusing on emerging and critical technologies, the two countries have established a "Joint

Advanced Technology Development Group" to maintain a competitive military advantage over adversaries. Prime Minister Modi's claim

that our partnership can expand "limitlessly, from the deepest oceans to the highest mountains" is no exaggeration. Innovation is another

area in which France and India are pursuing several ambitious initiatives. In this regard, the "India-France Innovation Consortium" will

open up immense opportunities for scientists, researchers, businesspeople, and entrepreneurs from both countries. France and India are

increasingly active in areas such as AI, space, and aviation. France and India initiated the AI ??summits, known as the "Mahakumbh"

(Great Kumbh). Both sides are promoting principles such as "democratizing AI" and "bridging the global AI divide." For a developing

country like India to realize Modi's pledge to be among the top three global AI superpowers by 2047, the participation of France and other

developed and scientifically advanced countries will be invaluable. Since France is also considered the voice of the European Union, the

deepening friendship with it will have profound qualitative implications for India. The recently signed much-anticipated trade agreement

with the EU is a testament to this. France is also attempting to reshape its image in Africa and is keen to implement various initiatives

through triangular cooperation with India.

Communists disconnected

from ground reality
As a result, Congress won 18 out of 20 seats in the 2024 general elections. The future of the Left parties in the next assembly elections is

uncertain. Communists and Islamists have been at loggerheads across the world, but Indian communists have been lenient towards such

elements. Indian communist parties failed to grasp ground realities. They were confined to Kerala, but were wiped out in Bengal and

Tripura. Misguided strategies and a soft stance on Islamic extremism caused harm. Karl Marx said, "Thank God I am not a Marxist."

Chinese Communist Party Chairman Mao Zedong told Naxalite leader Kanu Sanyal and three others who visited him in 1967, "Forget

whatever you learned here and work according to the conditions of your country." Unfortunately, our communist parties, divided into

various sects, and their leaders have not heeded the teachings of Marx and Mao Zedong. As a result, they have gained less and lost more over

the past hundred years.

Now, they are primarily influential in Kerala. Recently, when most left-wing organizations, along with some labor unions, called for a Bharat

Bandh to protest the central government's policies, its impact was felt only in Kerala. Some time ago, when the Communist Party of India

(CPI) celebrated its centenary, there was no stir in the country. Had the CPI (Communist Party of India) formulated its strategy keeping in

mind the country's social fabric and ground realities, it would not be so weak today. The CPI split in 1964, and the Communist Party of

India (Marxist) (CPI-M) was formed from it. The basis for the split was not any Indian issue, but the attitude of a large section of Indian

communists towards China. In 1967, the Naxalites, who emerged from the communist faction, raised the slogan, "China's Chairman is our

Chairman, and power comes from the barrel of the gun." The violent group of extremist communists who raised such slogans also split into

several factions. For decades, thousands of lives were lost in the attempt to create a Red Corridor through arms from Nepal to Andhra

Pradesh. For some time now, Home Minister Amit Shah has been consistently stating that he is committed to eliminating Left Wing Extremism

(Maoism) by March 31, 2026. The speed at which their influence is shrinking clearly indicates that the central government is likely to achieve

its stated goal. According to one estimate, approximately 12,000 people have lost their lives in the country due to Maoist violence. This

includes civilians, security personnel, and Maoist violent elements. Other sources put this figure even higher. When Mao urged Indian

communists to adapt their country's situation, extremist communists should have assessed the potential for militarism to succeed in a country

like India.

India has a strong parliamentary system, and defeating the military and paramilitary forces is impossible. India's situation is neither like that

of Russia in 1917 nor that of China in 1949. In 1917, Lenin and his party established communist rule in Russia by force of arms. This is how

Mao Zedong established communist rule in China in 1949. Instead of taking up arms, India's extremist communists could have found

success by contesting elections democratically, as they once attracted a large number of young people. However, even the CPI and CPI(M)

contesting elections eventually weakened due to their flawed strategies and their ignorance of Indian society. The Left Front has been wiped

out in Bengal and Tripura. The Left Front may also face a tough challenge in Kerala in the next assembly elections. The Left Front

government in Bengal did good work in the area of ??land reform in its early days, but everything it did after that proved ineffective. To

maintain public support, it extensively patronized local musclemen and encouraged Bangladeshi infiltrators, illegally enrolling them as

voters. When Bangladeshi Muslim infiltrators made normal administration difficult in seven districts of Bengal, Chief Minister Buddhadeb

Bhattacharya expressed serious concern. Consequently, minority voters overwhelmingly switched to the Trinamool Congress. The CPI(M)

has zero representation in the current Bengal Assembly. Our communist parties portray the campaign against Islamic extremism as directed

against ordinary Muslims, while the Chinese Communist Party and its government have forcibly controlled Uighur Muslims in Xinjiang

province. China argues that our region is suffering from Islamic extremism and that it is our duty to protect it from terrorism. Indian

communists are lenient towards Islamic extremists for votes. The Left Front in Kerala once had a cordial relationship with the radical PFI.

When the Kerala DGP recommended banning the PFI, the Left Front Chief Minister refused to do so. When the PFI resorted to large-scale

violence, the Kerala High Court ordered the confiscation of the assets of its members. The Left government was forced to do so. This

prompted Kerala's Muslims to abandon the Left Front and join the Congress party. As a result, the Congress won 18 out of 20 seats in the

2024 general elections. The future of the Left parties in the next assembly elections is uncertain. Communists and Islamists have been face to

face almost all over the world, but the communists of India are soft towards such elements.
