The Truth About the
Trade Agreement

We are a democratic country, and therefore,
freedom of expression and protest are our
constitutional and fundamental rights. We
can criticize and oppose the Prime Minister,
ministers, the government, and its policies,
but these rights are not absolute. They have
their own limits, time, and boundaries. Just
read the relevant chapter of the
Constitution.

Protests
cannot be started by entering someone's
home. The disturbance caused by ''unpaid"'
Youth Congress workers at the Al
??Summit was condemned by the country,
and even Congress allies opposed and
expressed outrage, as it was a matter of
national honor. The entire country was left
empty-handed when it came to protesting
against Prime Minister Modi and the trade
agreement with the United States. Protest
sites have been identified in the capital, Delhi.
Congress youth members attempted to
disrupt a global forum. The Delhi Police has
filed cases under several non-bailable and
serious sections, and eight rioters are in their
custody. The Congress party is calling these
rioters ''"Babbar Lions' and inciting such
protests. Sections of criminal conspiracy, acts
against national integrity, participating in
and inciting riots, and assaulting a public
servant have been invoked in the case. Youth
Congress President Udaybhanu Chib has
also been remanded. The issue has now been
transformed into a trade agreement versus
farmers versus the Prime Minister. Bhopal
was chosen for the first rally of the '"Kisan
Mahachaupal' because Madhya Pradesh
has approximately 8.35 million farmers.
Madhya Pradesh is known as the ''Soy
State,'' producing approximately 45 percent
of the country's soybeans. Approximately 5
million farmers cultivate soybeans. The
reality of the country is that India imports
approximately 60 percent of soybeans and
edible oil from Argentina and 20 percent
from Brazil. Only 2 percent of edible oil is
imported from the United States. India has
been importing 75% of its edible oil and
pulses for decades because India's
consumption is so high, and Indian farmers
are unable to produce it. India imports a total
of 71.61 lakh crore worth of edible oil. Hasn't
India been sold in these decades? Or haven't
farmers been destroyed? Leader of the
Opposition Rahul Gandhi has made serious
allegations against Prime Minister Modi,
alleging that he sold India through the trade
agreement with the United States. He
destroyed the textile industry, destroyed
farmers (in terms of soybeans and cotton),
and handed over crucial data about the
country to the United States. Since Rahul
Gandhi is the Leader of the Opposition in
the Lok Sabha, it is his political responsibility
to constantly oppose the Prime Minister. In
Indian democracy, the Leader of the
Opposition is called the 'shadow Prime
Minister," as it holds the second most
important position. Rahul Gandhi can say
anything, but the truth is that a trade
agreement with the United States has not yet
been reached. Only a framework was
reached, which can be rejected at any time.
Now, following the US Supreme Court's
ruling on '"illegal tariffs," both sides are
reconsidering, and a meeting has even been
postponed. If the deal wasn't even made,
how was the country sold? Furthermore, the
Indian government's Commerce Minister
and Agriculture Minister have already
clarified in writing which agricultural, food,
dairy products, and spices were not
permitted to enter the Indian market. So,
how was the deal struck in the national
interest? The Leader of the Opposition
should not confuse and mislead the country.

Congress Unconcerned About Alliances

The semi-nude demonstration by the Youth Congress at the recent Al Impact Summit, coupled with the vocal disagreement of other INDIAN
constituents, is a signal for the Congress to seriously reconsider its position and direction, but perhaps it is unwilling to listen. Fissures within
INDIAN have been exposed, exposing the Congress's directionlessness. Questions have been raised about Rahul Gandhi's leadership, and
concerns about defections have been raised. A suggestion has been made to hand over leadership to regional leaders. An editorial in Shiv
Sena (UBT) mouthpiece '"'Saamana,' along with comments by Sanjay Baru, former media advisor to Prime Minister Manmohan Singh,
and former Union Minister Mani Shankar Aiyar, had already exposed the fissures within the opposition party front, and the semi-nude
demonstration by the Youth Congress at the AI ??Summit has further exposed the Congress's directionlessness. It seems Congress has no
sense of responsibility to the nation or opposition unity. Despite the Congress's third consecutive disappointing defeat in the Lok Sabha
elections, other opposition parties showed generosity by accepting Rahul Gandhi as the Leader of the Opposition, but the Congress has
never shown the maturity to take other parties along, both inside and outside Parliament. Rahul Gandhi expects other parties to faithfully
follow whatever strategy he sets, both inside and outside Parliament. The INDIAN was formed by uniting two dozen opposition parties
almost a year before the 2024 Lok Sabha elections to defeat the BJP. The BJP's victory at 240 seats after twice securing absolute majorities
was seen as a success for this front, but nothing significant seems to be happening in the alliance's favor after the Lok Sabha elections. The
increasingly exposed fissures between the parties indicate that despite their friendship, the distance between the parties remains. Speaking
of successes, the Jharkhand and Jammu and Kashmir assembly elections were won, but the Congress remains marginalized there. It
suffered defeats in Maharashtra, Haryana, Delhi, and Bihar. Of these, the defeats in Maharashtra and Bihar would be more appropriate to
call shameful. The alliance appeared to be completely unraveling during the local body elections in Maharashtra. Assembly elections are
scheduled for four states and one union territory this year, but there is no sign of any activity within the INDI, let alone any activity within
the alliance. Trinamool Congress supremo Mamata Banerjee appears to be at loggerheads with the Election Commission over the SIR. In
Tamil Nadu, Chief Minister MK Stalin and his party, the DMK, have launched a front against everyone from the Election Commission to the
BJP. In Bengal, Mamata is pursuing a solo campaign. The Congress, which last year allied with the Left Front, is now looking to go it alone.
In Kerala, the main electoral contest is between the ruling Left Front and the Congress-led UDF. Therefore, while there is no scope for
mutual coordination in state politics, at least at the national level, as members of the same alliance, the INDI should speak in unison on all
political issues. The DMK and Congress have a long-standing alliance in Tamil Nadu, but even there, cracks have become so severe that
second-tier Congress leaders like Manikam Tagore and Praveen Chakravarthy are targeting the DMK. As a result, the DMK has been
forced to demand action against them. After much speculation, seat-sharing talks are now underway between the DMK and Congress.
Assembly elections in Uttar Pradesh are scheduled for 2027, but Congress's absence from the ongoing SIR there also signals a strain in its
relationship with the Samajwadi Party. The editorial ' Confusion of Internal Voices'' asks Congress: Mamata Banerjee, Stalin, or someone
else? The editorial calls for the alliance to wake up and engage in dialogue before the upcoming assembly elections in several states, calling
the comments of Mani Shankar Aiyar, Sanjay Baru, and Bhupen Bora ''confusion of internal voices.'" While Baru has suggested Mamata
Banerjee lead the INDI, comments by Aiyar, long considered close to the Nehru-Gandhi family, are being seen as a questioning of Rahul
Gandhi's leadership. Even in Kerala, the only state where Congress is likely to win, Aiyar has predicted a Left Front victory for the third
consecutive term and praised Chief Minister Vijayan. He considers Stalin a better fit for INDI. The Congress has sought to distance itself
from Aiyar by dismissing his comments as personal, citing no party affiliation, but the debate continues unabated in political circles across
Kerala and Tamil Nadu. While Shashi Tharoor's tone may have changed after meeting Rahul Gandhi, the bitterness that preceded it is
evident. Former Assam Congress President Bhupen Bora even reversed his decision to withdraw his resignation after speaking with Rahul
Gandhi and joined the BJP on the date announced by Himanta Biswa Sarma. Nearly a decade ago, Himanta also left the Congress party,
displeased with Rahul Gandhi's working style. After playing a key role in the BJP's expansion in the Northeast, he is now the Chief Minister
of Assam and a favorite of the BJP high command. Defections often involve claims of opportunism, pressure, and inducement. These cannot
be completely dismissed, but defections are also a result of distrust in the leadership's capabilities and the party's political prospects. Rahul
Gandhi should at least introspect on the exodus of young leaders, often considered members of his team, from the Congress party. If he
cannot devote sufficient time to them, he should Then take the initiative to hand over the leadership of INDIAA to a full-time regional leader
like Mamata Banerjee or Stalin. The vocal disapproval of INDIAA's other constituents over the semi-nude performance by the Youth
Congress at the recent AI Impact Summit is also a signal to the Congress party to seriously reconsider its position and direction, but it seems
it is unwilling to listen.

Following the US Supreme Court's invalidation of the
global tariffs imposed by President Trump, a temporary 15 percent global tariff has been imposed on all countries, including India, for 150
days, starting February 24th. After this period, the US Congress will decide whether to extend it. The US administration still has several
remaining powers to impose tariffs. Trump has stated that the trade agreement with India will be implemented as previously agreed upon
once the US Congress approves the tariff resolution. While the temporary reduction in tariffs for the next 150 days is beneficial for increasing
exports, an interim trade agreement between the two countries will be beneficial for increasing exports to the US. The US is India's largest
market. Trade between India and the US was projected to reach $131.84 billion in the 2024-25 fiscal year. India exported $65.88 billion to
the US between April and December of the 2025-26 fiscal year. Therefore, an interim trade agreement with the US will be crucial for
increasing Indian exports. The tariffs and trade disruptions initiated by the US have pushed India to seek alternative markets and form new
trade alliances. In this context, India signed several trade agreements last year and is preparing to implement several new ones this year,
including the crucially important free trade agreement with the European Union (EU). During the recent Al Summit, several EU heads of
state expressed support for the early implementation of the India-EU FTA signed on January 27th. This FTA is a unique example of synergy
between the world's two largest economies. It has been called the mother of all trade agreements. This FTA will create a common market of
two billion people, whose combined market will account for approximately a quarter of global gross domestic product (GDP). It is estimated
that this FTA will be implemented within the next six months. Last year, India's FTAs ??with the UK and Oman will be implemented this
April, and the FTA with New Zealand will be implemented in September. In addition, FTAs ??signed with Mauritius, the United Arab
Emirates, Australia, and the European Free Trade Association (AFTA), a group of four European countries, will also boost exports this
year. New FTAs ??are also expected this year with other key countries, including Peru, Chile, ASEAN, Mexico, Canada, South Africa,
Israel, and the India-Gulf Countries Council. This presents a favorable outlook for export growth. However, given the Trump administration's
constantly shifting stance, it would be appropriate for India to accelerate trade agreement negotiations with other countries. Increasing
India's exports amid global challenges is no easy task. India must move forward with a new export strategy. The Union Budget presented by
the Finance Minister on February 1st outlined several strategic measures to boost exports, focusing on key sectors such as manufacturing,
textiles, leather, and seafood. We must focus on product quality and new reforms from the outset of the new fiscal year. To increase exports,
we must also focus on product quality and new reforms.
