Dome'
Prime Minister Modi became the first Indian

Prime Minister to address the Israeli

Parliament, but he is the only Prime Minister

to have addressed the Parliaments of 18

countries. This is not an individual

achievement, but rather the strength of

Indian democracy. India's prestige and

standing have been demonstrated through

the Prime Minister. India is a global

superpower, has the fastest-growing

economy, and is the largest and most robust

democracy. This has also been

acknowledged and expressed by Israeli

Prime Minister Netanyahu. Prime Minister

Modi again visited a country that is not

recognized by 10 Arab countries, yet no

Muslim country openly opposed Prime

Minister Modi's visit.

Israel is a "master nation" of

drone technology. It is also a "powerhouse"

of innovation. It has revolutionized

agriculture and possesses the "Iron Dome"

air defense system, which boasts a success

rate of close to 90 percent. Mossad's

intelligence exploits are unparalleled. A

country less than half the size of the capital,

Delhi, is India's third-largest defense partner

and strategic partner... Russia supplies the

largest share of our defense products and

weapons, 36 percent, and France 33 percent,

but Israel also contributes 13 percent. The

Iron Dome is a system that Israel has only

supplied to the United States and can now

provide to India. The announcement of

defense and trade agreements between the

two countries will clarify the basis on which

Israel will provide the Iron Dome. Truly, this

India-Israel Iron Dome marks a new

chapter in friendship and brotherhood.

Relations between the two countries are

2,000 years old, as Prime Minister Modi

mentioned, and Israeli Prime Minister

Netanyahu also stated that both are

countries with ancient civilizations. India is

a "home" for Jews. Jews are settled in major

Indian cities. There are no major cases of

harassment, exploitation, or violence. In fact,

India has the largest number of Israeli

startups active, and the Indian government

is also supporting them. Prime Minister

Modi acknowledged both countries as

victims of terrorism and equated the 26/11

Mumbai terrorist attacks with the October

7, 2023, Hamas massacre in Israel. He

condemned the Hamas massacre. From the

podium of the Israeli Parliament, the Prime

Minister stated that the killing of civilians is

in no way justified. Nevertheless, the India-

Iron Dome friendship and partnership is

flourishing.
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RERA has deviated

from its original purpose.
RERA must take strict and proactive action that establishes discipline and ensures timely completion of delayed projects. RERA must

establish a system that eliminates complaints, and only then will it be able to achieve new heights of success. The law is strong. What is needed

now is a strong resolve. The Supreme Court issued a strong remark calling for RERA's closure. RERA was benefiting defaulting builders

and becoming a rehabilitation center. The law's objective was

transparency, but implementation remained weak. Nine years into the

Real Estate (Regulation and Development) Act, 2016, RERA, has

recently completed its nine-year anniversary, with the Supreme

Court's harsh comments against it drawing attention. This law was

enacted with the hope that it would help home and flat buyers and

provide relief from the arbitrariness and corruption of

builders, but the opposite is happening. The Supreme Court stated

that RERA's closure is best because it is benefiting defaulting

builders and has become a rehabilitation center for retired IAS

officers. It's time for state governments to reconsider the

formation of RERA. Parliament enacted RERA to bring discipline,

transparency, and public trust to the real estate sector. Unlike consumer

laws, RERA wasn't solely intended to provide compensation after

losses have occurred. RERA was designed to prevent losses before they occur. That is, continuous monitoring and strict action were its true

strengths. The question is: was it implemented properly? If RERA's provisions were strictly enforced and builders were thoroughly and

thoroughly vetted at the time of registration, most projects would be completed on time and without complaints. In such a situation, builders

would make timely project completion a matter of prestige. A properly implemented law doesn't just punish; it creates a system where good

performance can be seen and measured.

Only when projects are completed on time and without controversy can slogans like "If RERA is there, there is trust," truly inspire trust

and not remain mere rhetoric. However, the reality is that registration has become a mere paperwork-uploading process. There have been

numerous instances where builder brochures showcased multiple projects across the country, but only one project was registered on the

RERA portal, and complaint data was scant. When project features are listed differently on the builder's website, approved plans, and the

RERA portal, how can a homebuyer obtain accurate and precise information about the project? If the information itself is unclear, what

real benefit does the RERA web portal offer homebuyers? Even the draft sale agreement, which is required by law to be uploaded on the

RERA website, is often unavailable. This indicates that projects are not being properly registered and that proper scrutiny is not being

conducted at the outset. RERA states that project deadline extensions should only be granted in exceptional circumstances, but extensions

are common in many states. Even after extensions, not all buyers automatically receive compensation. While delays generally have no direct

financial impact on the builder, they are costly for homebuyers. By law, this should also be costly for the builder. Today is the age of data

analytics and artificial intelligence. Authorities can compare actual construction progress with reports, monitor financial flows, identify

risks, and anticipate any future delays or disputes, enabling timely corrective action. However, they lack the focus on prevention, the

primary purpose of the law. A sale agreement available on the Maharashtra Real Estate Regulatory Authority (MahaRERA) website states

that if a buyer fails to take possession within 15 days, a holding charge of ?40 per square foot per month will be payable. This amounts to

?40,000 per month for a 1,000-square-foot flat. The law gives buyers 60 days to take possession. The rules also state that delays will primarily

result in maintenance charges. Yet, such provisions are being openly incorporated by builders. When the builder himself causes delays, there

is no provision for an "un-holding charge" for the buyer, while the buyer has to pay the EMI and rent simultaneously. Builders seem to

assume that strict action will not be taken against them. Laws only work when breaking rules is costly. If breaking rules becomes cheap,

discipline is lost. When following rules seems optional and there is no significant loss from breaking them, the law loses its effectiveness. Even

strong laws implemented leniently are ineffective. RERA will only succeed when its authorities return to their original responsibility and

protect homebuyers by strictly enforcing the provisions of the law. RERA should take strict and proactive action that establishes discipline

and ensures timely completion of delayed projects. RERA must create a system where complaints are never allowed, and only then will

RERA be able to achieve new heights of success. The law is strong. Now, what is needed is strong resolve.

Canada's Mistakes to Correct

Justin made such absurd statements blaming

India for the murder of Hardeep Singh Nijjar, a pro-

Khalistan terrorist who fled India and entered

Canada illegally, that strong allegations of Indian

involvement in the murder have emerged. By

making ridiculous accusations instead of

evidence, he not only made a fool of himself but also

proved that he was bent on damaging relations

with India at the behest of pro-Khalistan leader

Jagmeet Singh. It's true that his minority

government was dependent on the support of Jagmeet's party, but that doesn't mean he would succumb to its pressure to the extent of

damaging relations with India. Minority governments typically yield to pressure from supporting parties on domestic matters, but the

Trudeau government bowed to Jagmeet's party on foreign policy. The problem wasn't just that Justin Trudeau was advancing the agenda

of pro-Khalistan leaders, but also that he was supporting anti-India elements. The adverse effect was that pro-Khalistan extremists operating

in Canada regularly staged violent protests against India. They threatened officials of India and the Indian High Commission, but Justin

remained silent. This forced India to take a tough stance against them. It is good that his successor, Prime Minister Mark Carney, has been

making efforts to improve relations with India from day one. However, the Indian leadership cannot be satisfied simply with the new

government correcting the previous government's mistakes. India must see whether any concrete legal action is taken against Khalistani

supporters who continue to carry out systematic propaganda against India in Canada. India cannot ignore the fact that pro-Khalistani

extremists in Canada continue to pose a threat to Indian interests. India also cannot forget that the pro-Khalistani terrorists who bombed

the Air India plane, killing over 300 passengers, have not been given any severe punishment and are occasionally glorified there. For a real

improvement in relations, this must end.

People often prefer buying sweets from the market,

but the pure and soft Gulab Jamuns made at home have a unique taste. This Holi, you can

also prepare restaurant-style "Mawa Gulab Jamuns" at home to please your guests. People

often complain that their Gulab Jamuns are hard on the inside or burst during frying. To

overcome these minor problems, the correct measurements and the correct consistency of the

syrup are essential. In this recipe, we'll show you how to make extremely soft and juicy Gulab

Jamuns with the right mix of khoya (mawa) and paneer, which will melt in your mouth. When

you serve this hot homemade sweet to your loved ones amidst the excitement of Holi, they

will not be able to stop themselves from praising you. For Gulab Jamun - Mawa (Khoya): 250

grams (mashed) Paneer: 50 grams (grated) Refined flour: 3 tablespoons (for binding)

Baking soda: just a pinch Cardamom powder: half teaspoon Ghee/oil: for frying 2. For

syrup Sugar: 2 cups Water: 1.5 cups Saffron: 5-6 strands (optional) Green cardamom: 2-3

(crushed) How to prepare: For the best Gulab Jamun, take 250 grams of fresh mawa, 50 grams

of grated paneer and 3 tablespoons of refined flour. Mix all the three together and

knead until the mixture becomes completely smooth. Add a pinch of cardamom powder and a

little baking soda to it. Be careful not to press the dough too hard; just bind it together so it

doesn't tear during frying. Making the syrup: Combine 2 cups of sugar and 1.5 cups of

water in a deep saucepan and bring to a boil over medium heat. Add a few strands of saffron

and crushed cardamom to create a royal aroma. We don't want the syrup to be stringy; just cook it until it feels sticky between our fingers. Once the syrup is ready, keep it lukewarm, as

too hot or cold syrup can spoil the jamuns. Frying method: Form small, crack-free balls from the prepared mixture. Heat pure ghee or oil in a pan, but keep the flame very low. After adding

the jamuns to the oil, don't touch them directly; instead, stir the oil with a ladle. Remove them when they turn golden brown. Frying on low heat ensures the berries are thoroughly cooked

through and prevent lumps from forming. Dip in sugar syrup and serve - Immediately dip the fried gulab jamuns in lukewarm sugar syrup and let them sit for at least 2 hours to allow them

to absorb the juice.

HIV infection cases are increasing in some states of India. Meghalaya has the highest number of infections in the country. More than 10,000 people are currently undergoing treatment here.

Scientists are constantly researching new treatments to prevent and treat the infection. Two major updates have emerged in this regard. HIV and AIDS cases pose a major threat to health

globally. Human immunodeficiency virus (HIV) weakens the body's immune system. If not treated promptly, it can lead to AIDS

(Acquired Immunodeficiency Syndrome). According to a World Health Organization (WHO) report, an estimated 39.9 million

people (about 40 million) were living with HIV infection in 2023, of which 53% were women and girls. In addition, approximately

800,000 people died. Sub-Saharan Africa remains the most affected region, with the majority of cases worldwide. India also

bears a significant burden of the disease. Despite numerous awareness campaigns, the number of infections is steadily

increasing. Meghalaya remains the most HIV-affected state in the country, with over 10,000 patients currently undergoing treatment.

Health Minister W. Shila informed the Assembly on Wednesday that the rising HIV cases in the state are a growing concern. A

five-year intervention plan worth ?25 crore has already been approved to address this situation. Amid growing concerns in

Meghalaya, two major updates have emerged regarding HIV prevention and treatment, which are important for you to know.

Growing Concerns in Meghalaya - Before delving into information related to HIV prevention, let's take a look at the situation in

Meghalaya. Health Minister W. Shila stated that currently, 10,293 people living with HIV in the state are receiving antiretroviral

therapy. The minister added that 749 deaths have occurred due to the disease in the last ten years. The health minister said,

"Confidentiality rules under the HIV and AIDS Prevention and Control Act and social stigma are major challenges. HIV status must be kept confidential, tests cannot be done without

consent, and we cannot force people to take medication." Above all, stigma is playing a major role in making people afraid to come forward for testing. The Health Minister said, "Everyone

needs to know that HIV is not incurable; it's not a death sentence. It can't be completely cured, however, treatment can improve people's quality of life." A single-dose HIV drug is good

news for patients amid the growing risks and challenges of HIV worldwide. A team of experts has reported an effective, daily drug that could be very helpful in its treatment. This tablet

combines two existing HIV treatment drugs, bictegravir and lenacapavir (BIC/LEN). This drug has shown promising results in a phase 3 clinical trial. According to a report published in

The Lancet, this trial, which included more than 550 HIV-infected individuals from 15 countries, found that the new single-pill was highly effective in suppressing the HIV virus. Among

those who took this simple approach, approximately Viral load was reduced in 96% of people. Improved results observed in the trial: Most participants in the trial of this new drug were

taking two to 11 tablets daily. Approximately 40% were taking this type of antiretroviral treatment more than once a day. Many people with HIV had other health problems, such as

cardiovascular disease or kidney disease, which required them to take multiple medications daily. The study found that this drug, which requires taking just one tablet, not only reduces the

need for patients to take multiple medications, but also has no significant side effects. Study participants reported that this new drug was easier and more convenient to take. Researchers

say it may be especially beneficial for older people living with HIV, those who have already developed resistance to HIV treatment, or those who are taking additional medications to manage

age-related health problems along with their HIV medication. Regarding lenacapavir injection Information: In addition to this new HIV drug, another major update is coming from

Zimbabwe. Zimbabwe has become the first country to begin administering the effective injectable drug lenacapavir for HIV treatment. Lenacapavir is the first twice-yearly injectable pre-

exposure prophylaxis (PrEP) for HIV. It is a highly effective, long-acting alternative to daily pills. Experts say that just two doses a year can be quite effective. Its efficacy rate has been

observed to be approximately 99%.
