The

question here is about the fairness, honesty,

and prejudiced mindset of the coaches,

selectors, and managers.

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Disrespect for the President, Questions

Raised on the West Bengal Government
No one knows what prompted Mamata Banerjee to send a minister to welcome the President in her place. Whatever happened, it was not

good. Any presidential visit should be kept away from party politics, and she should be accorded the respect and honor she deserves.

Ignoring or neglecting anyone is a disrespect. This is precisely what happened with President Draupadi Murmu, who visited West Bengal.

Since she expressed her objection and anguish, it is easy to understand that the protocol set for her was indeed violated. This is further

evidenced by the repeated changes to the venue of her program, ultimately leading to a difficult access point for people. Worse, people going

to the changed venue were denied entry on the grounds that they lacked the required invitation cards, but these were never distributed.

Clearly, someone in the Bengal government intended to sabotage the President's program. There is no greater irony than the fact that

obstacles were created at a tribal event, which the President, who represents the tribal community, was to attend. The extent of their neglect

is evident from the fact that even essential amenities, such as toilets, were not provided for them at the venue. The manner in which the

President went to the pre-arranged venue exposed the Bengal administration, as she found that there was enough space for a much larger

gathering. It would have been better if Chief Minister Mamata Banerjee and her administration had acknowledged the unfair treatment of

the President, but instead, they resorted to slandering her, accusing her of playing politics at the behest of the BJP. How did the President's

visit to a tribal conference, also representing the tribal community, become a matter of partisan politics? It is understandable that Chief

Minister Mamata Banerjee, due to her protest against the Election Commission, was unable to receive the President. However, she could

have appointed a minister on her behalf to do so. Protocol dictates this, and there are numerous examples of Chief Ministers who, when

unable to attend the President, Vice President, or Prime Minister's visit, send one of their ministers to welcome them. No one knows what

difficulty Mamata Banerjee had in sending a minister in her place to welcome the President. Whatever happened, it wasn't good. Any visit

by the President should be kept away from party politics, and he should be accorded the respect and honor he deserves.

India should take

advantage of the situation
US Commerce Secretary Howard Lutnick's visit to Delhi and the trade agreement were discussed. The US Supreme Court's decision and

Trump's economic policies have increased pressure on the US. The US Supreme Court's decision curbed Trump's trade policies. The

growing trade deficit and inflation are putting economic pressure on the US. India may receive better trade terms, including H1B visas.

Recently, US Commerce Secretary Howard Lutnick made a surprise visit to Delhi. He spoke with Commerce Minister Piyush Goyal and

described the meeting as fruitful. This is the same Lutnick who had said last month that all preparations for a trade agreement were in

place and that if Modi had called

President Trump, a deal would have

been reached. India had to refute his

claim. He had previously said that India

would have to apologize and try to reach

a compromise within a month or two.

Did he imagine that one day he would

have to rush to India to negotiate a deal?

This turn of events was brought about

by the landmark US Supreme Court

decision that declared the use of the

Emergency Economic Powers Act to

impose tariffs unconstitutional.

Ironically, the Emergency Economic

Powers Act was passed in 1977 to curb

the president's emergency powers.

However, Trump has been using it as a

major weapon in his foreign economic

policy, manipulating the entire world.

Frustrated by the US Supreme Court's

restrictions, Trump invoked Section 122

of the Trade Act and announced a 10

percent surcharge on imports from all

countries, effective February 24th, and the next day threatened to raise it to its maximum of 15 percent. Now, he is threatening to use

Sections 232, 301, and 388 to teach a lesson to countries planning to renegotiate. Section 232 empowers him to impose tariffs and sanctions

under the pretext of national security, while Section 301 empowers him to impose tariffs and sanctions against those engaging in unfair or

discriminatory trade practices. Section 388 authorizes the imposition of tariffs of up to 50 percent on countries harming US trade. However,

these sections cannot be implemented through midnight decrees on internet media without judicial scrutiny and can be challenged in the

courts. Surcharges imposed under Section 122 also require congressional approval within 150 days, which seems unlikely with a Congress

preoccupied with elections. Furthermore, Trump will no longer be able to pressure other countries by threatening to impose tariffs to

prevent them from buying Russian oil or to coerce them into annexing Russia. Instead of succumbing to US pressure, India attempted to

pressure the US by entering into agreements with others. India knew that a Supreme Court decision could declare Trump's arbitrary

tariffs unconstitutional. Therefore, the framework it agreed to included a provision that if either country changed its terms, the other

would also be free to change its terms. Based on this, the Indian trade delegation did not travel to the US to finalize the agreement. Trump

is currently under pressure from all sides. Iran's response to Israeli and American attacks has further increased pressure on them. If this

war drags on, the US economy will also face further challenges. Despite imposing $175 billion in tariffs on the world, the US trade deficit

remained at a record $900 billion last month. Economic growth fell to 1.4 percent in the last quarter, and inflation is hovering around three

percent. People are troubled by rising daily expenses, which Trump won on the promise of reducing. He gave his supporters the impression

that exporters would pay his tariffs, but in reality, importing companies paid almost all of them, passing some of the burden on to their

customers. Therefore, daily necessities have become more expensive in the US market in recent months. Unemployment is also rising, and

parliamentary elections are imminent. Trump's popularity has remained stuck at 40 percent, making it highly likely that the opposition

Democratic Party will win a majority in Congress. If this happens, all of Trump's economic policies will be curbed. On the other hand, all

the countries with which trade agreements have been signed are demanding reconsideration. Countries like Japan, Europe, South Korea,

and Taiwan, which had promised investment under the threat of tariffs, are withdrawing from investment proposals. Therefore, the

pressure for a trade agreement is currently on the United States rather than India, and India should take advantage of this to negotiate

smartly. For example, the H1B visa, which is related to the mobility of trained service workers and students, is not mentioned in the

framework. India should try to include it in the proposed agreement with the United States, similar to the agreements with Europe and

Russia, but a compromise must be reached. Despite trade agreements with the European Union and other countries, a trade agreement

with the United States is of paramount importance to India, as the United States is India's largest and most prosperous market for its goods

exports. 20 percent of India's exports go there. The US market accounts for approximately 60 percent of total foreign trade profits. This is

also a key reason for the United States' eagerness to enter into an agreement with India. It wants to reduce its trade deficit and, in addition,

it wants to build a reliable supply chain. No one but India can be the key link in the agreement it seeks to achieve. At the same time, the

technology and capital India needs cannot be obtained from anywhere else except the United States. Therefore, instead of jumping up and

down in protest against an agreement before it is even signed, India should understand its needs and realities and act with foresight.

Not just dengue and malaria, these three viruses

also cause encephalitis; ICMR research reveals
ICMR scientists have discovered three new causes of encephalitis: cytomegalovirus, herpes simplex virus, and rickettsia. Cytomegalovirus, herpes simplex virus, and rickettsia are among

the new causes. RT-PCR has been found to be more accurate than ELISA in

detecting encephalitis. Scientists at the Regional Medical Research Centre (RMRC),

a branch of the Indian Council of Medical Research (ICMR), have identified

three new causes of encephalitis. Until now, scrub typhus, dengue, chikungunya,

malaria, leptospira, and Japanese encephalitis were considered the main causes

of this disease, and patients were diagnosed based on these. Now,

cytomegalovirus, herpes simplex virus, and rickettsia have also been identified as

causes. This study was published in the London Journal of Infectious Diseases in

February. The study solved the mystery of encephalitis. For the study, 557

samples were selected from patients in 2022 and 2023 who had symptoms of

encephalitis, including high fever, but who had tested negative for ELISA. These

samples were tested using RT-PCR (real-time polymerase chain reaction).

Cytomegalovirus was detected in 34 samples, herpes simplex virus in five samples,

and rickettsia infection in 12 samples. This confirmed that all three could be causes

of encephalitis. It also revealed that RT- PCR is more accurate and sensitive than

ELISA testing. Of the samples in which ELISA testing did not detect infection, RT-PCR

testing confirmed scrub typhus in 41 samples. This test was conducted at the National

Center for Vector Borne Disease Control's JE-AES Apex Lab, established in

2022. Experts' Opinion: Research and studies are ongoing to understand the causes

of encephalitis. This study included samples that were found negative by

conventional testing. Testing using the RT-PCR technique revealed three new causes.

This will significantly help in the correct diagnosis of the disease. - Dr. Harishankar Joshi, Director, RMRC. RT-PCR testing has proven to be more accurate and sensitive than ELISA

testing for encephalitis. Testing also revealed infections such as cytomegalovirus and herpes simplex virus. Using the new technology can help in more precise treatment of patients. - Dr.
