Don't overstate NCERT's

mistake.
It is a universally accepted concept of Indian

culture that a teacher should always be

sensitive, egoless, and dedicated to acquiring

knowledge. They should adhere to the

principle of lifelong learning. NCERT has

been developing on these fundamental

principles for the past six decades. The

Supreme Court removed the chapter on

judicial corruption from the NCERT

textbook. The former director called it a

mistake, stating that respect for the

institution is essential. NCERT has

acknowledged and corrected mistakes in the

past. Recently, the Supreme Court banned

an NCERT (National Council of

Educational Research and Training) Class

8 textbook because it contained a chapter

on corruption in the judiciary. The court

considered it careless and contemptuous. It

also made several other observations,

suggesting a deep conspiracy. It is a valid

question: why a separate chapter solely on

corruption in the judiciary? However, it later

became clear that misconduct in politics and

bureaucracy has already been discussed.

NCERT is yet to present its side of the story

in the Supreme Court. Perhaps the teachers

and NCERT made a mistake by writing a

separate lesson on corruption in the judicial

system, and making a mistake is not a crime.

Mistakes can occur due to ignorance or

inexperience and can, in most cases, be

corrected. It's not necessary to insult that

institution for this. People don't know how

true or false the text in that book is, but the

judiciary's stance is being debated

nationwide. NCERT was established in

1961. Since then, it has emerged as a think

tank in the field of education and has earned

its reputation internationally. Most of the

people running every system in the country

and the academic community have

progressed in life by reading NCERT books

and have respect for the institution. Young

people preparing for the country's highest

administrative services study NCERT books

with complete faith. NCERT develops

personality from individual and is engaged

in shaping the country's future by

inculcating morality, ethics, and a value-

based life. To maintain the dynamism and

relevance of national education over time,

NCERT periodically develops new

curricula, syllabi, and books. Experts invited

from across the country participate in this

process, and each manuscript is thoroughly

vetted at multiple levels. NCERT has also

faced criticism on numerous occasions, often

driven by ideological and political

commitments. NCERT has also made

mistakes, but they are corrected as soon as

they become apparent. Regrets are

expressed. For example, once, the author

plagiarized some paragraphs in a book.

Corrections were made promptly upon the

issue's discovery. In another book,

Madagascar was shown to be in the Arabian

Sea. This was also corrected to the Indian

Ocean. NCERT has admitted its mistake

and made changes to the books, but no one

has suggested any deliberate conspiracy at

any level. This institution belongs to

everyone, to the country. The Director has

final approval for the publication of every

NCERT book. He also bears the moral

responsibility. The same should be

considered in the current case. In 2002-03,

a history manuscript was presented to the

then Director. One sentence in it read, "Rajiv

Gandhi was assassinated by a Tamil

Christian." The title of a lesson was, "Islamic

Fundamentalism." It's true that the Director

cannot change even a single word without

the author's permission, but he can reject

the manuscript. Nevertheless, this was done,

and a new manuscript was prepared.

Suggestions for changes to NCERT

textbooks continue to come in yearly from

teachers, students, writers, and scholars.
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A Mandate to Build a New Nepal
The historic victory of the Rastriya Swatantra Party (RSP) in Nepal's general elections has written a new chapter in democratic history. Led

by 35-year-old Balendra Shah, the RSP is poised to form a government with a near-absolute majority. This change, inspired by the Zen-G

youth movement, signals the end of traditional party dominance, corruption, and political instability, and provides a mandate to build a

stable and new Nepal. The RSP secured a historic absolute

majority in the Nepal elections. A new political era in Nepal

under the leadership of Balendra Shah. The youth have

given a mandate for a corruption-free, stable Nepal. A new

chapter has been written in Nepal's democratic history.

The results of the general elections have made it clear that

the Rastriya Swatantra Party (RSP) is poised to form the

country's first government with a near-absolute majority.

The hero of this victory is 35-year-old Balendra Shah, also

known as Balen, who is considered certain to become Prime

Minister. The foundation for this political change in Nepal

was laid by the Zen-G youth movement in September 2025.

In Nepal's political history, where dozens of new parties

emerge and disappear every year, where decades-old

traditional parties like the Nepali Congress, CPN-UML,

and the Maoist Center have held sway, where stalwarts

like Sher Bahadur Deuba, KP Sharma Oli, and Gagan

Thapa have long controlled the axis of power, and where

politics has always been weighed on the scales of hill versus Madhesi, religious polarization, and ethnic equations, such an unprecedented

electoral victory for a party founded just four years ago was unimaginable. Two major reasons appear to be behind this electoral tsunami.

First, the vision of a new Nepal was fundamentally based on the establishment of a nation free from nepotism, corruption, and political

instability. This journey formally began in 2008 with the abolition of monarchy and the establishment of democracy. It was believed that a

democratic system would end centuries of monarchy, in which power was confined to the loyalists of the court and a large section of the

population was marginalized. Ironically, all the political parties that emerged after 2008 were influenced by the old system in their working

styles and roots. However, even the Maoist parties remained dominated by a lust for power. As a result, despite the advent of democracy, the

common people did not receive any real relief. Over the past 18 years of Nepal's democratic journey, the country has seen the change of more

than a dozen Prime Ministers and dozens of Deputy Prime Ministers during four general elections. Due to political turmoil, no government

has been able to complete its full five-year term. Amidst this uncertainty, the public, by giving the RSP an absolute majority, not only ended

political instability but also put an end to the forced politics of coalition politics. Since the RSP had no controversial past, the public expressed

unwavering confidence in Balen Shah's leadership. Secondly, the RSP's victory also owes much to Nepal's youth, who saw Balen Shah as a

key factor in the emergence of a new Nepal. Balen, an engineer by profession, later entered the world of rap music. Through his music, he

raised social and political issues that resonated with not only the youth but the general public. This is why, when he contested the 2022

Kathmandu mayoral election as an independent candidate, he won a landslide victory. The country had gained a new leader in Balen, but

reaching the pinnacle of national politics without the support of a political party was not easy. This was also impossible without weakening

the old parties, and that is precisely what the Genji movement accomplished. Although the youth invited Balen to lead an interim government,

its term was only for six months, while Balen's ambition was to pursue a political career of five years and beyond. Instead of accepting

interim leadership, he chose the electoral path and emerged victorious. The RSP, under the leadership of journalist-turned-politician Rabi

Lamichhane, emerged as an alternative political party in its very first election in 2022, winning 20 seats. The RSP possesses strong youth

appeal, but the addition of a popular leader like Balen further strengthened the party, and the results are now evident. Now that the RSP

has the support of the people and a popular young leader like Balen Shah, the question arises: will they be able to run the country? Being

popular is one thing, but formulating policies that are in keeping with the country's development and interests, formulating a strong foreign

policy, and running the country peacefully, regardless of the power of the government, is quite another. Balen Shah is a popular leader.

During his tenure as Mayor of Kathmandu, he was repeatedly accused of violating rules. If his style of functioning continues as Prime

Minister, it could impact policy stability and lead to public complaints. The next hundred days will reveal a significant amount of the

government's functioning. However, beyond expectations and apprehensions, the Nepalese mandate is commendable. By exercising their

right to vote, the people have given democracy a new dimension. They have signaled the end of long-standing political instability and

coalition tussles. This mandate also appears to put an end to issues like the return of monarchy, which have been raised from time to time in

the country.

War escalates crisis, oil game

could derail global economy
The Iranian military is also demonstrating greater aggressive capabilities. Besides targeting Israel, it is capable of attacking US military

bases in West Asia, as well as oil and civilian areas there. The US-Israel-Iran conflict has led to a surge in crude oil prices. The closure of the

Strait of Hormuz has disrupted oil supplies. Iran's

resistance poses a threat to the global economy. As the

US and Israel's war against Iran escalates, crude oil

prices have surpassed $100, deepening the crisis facing

the global economy. As Iran is also attacking Gulf

countries in response to US and Israeli attacks, there

is a risk of further disruption to oil and gas supplies

from West Asia. The Strait of Hormuz, which supplies

oil and gas to this region, is blocked. Currently, there

are no indications that oil and gas tankers can transit

through this waterway. If West Asia remains ravaged

by war, prices of fertilizers, along with oil and gas,

could rise. Israel, and especially the United States,

should have realized that targeting Iran could result

in the closure of the Strait of Hormuz, cutting off oil

and gas supplies from West Asia, creating a crisis for

many countries. It's difficult to understand why the

United States failed to take measures that would

prevent the disruption of oil and gas supplies from West Asia. It's still not considering such measures, and on the contrary, President Trump

appears unconcerned by rising oil prices. It's highly irresponsible of him to claim that he's willing to pay this "small price" for Iran's nuclear

denuclearization. On the one hand, Trump portrays himself as a self-proclaimed leader who can shape the course of the world order, while

on the other, he is displaying recklessness even as he endangers it. Now, it even appears that he attacked Iran without properly assessing its

military capabilities and internal situation. Israel and the United States assumed that the assassination of Iran's Supreme Leader, Ayatollah

Khamenei, would lead to a smooth transition of power, and that the Iranian military would be unable to resist beyond a certain point.

However, this appears unlikely. Iran's election of Khamenei's son, Mojtaba, considered even more radical than Khamenei, as its new Supreme

Leader signaled a shift in power. The Iranian military is also demonstrating greater offensive capabilities. Besides targeting Israel, it is

capable of attacking US military bases in West Asia, as well as oil and civilian areas there. Its lethal capabilities suggest that, rather than

accepting defeat, it intends to drag West Asia into this war. If this happens, the global crisis will worsen, and America will also be affected.
