The Iran War

Reaches the 'Stove'
The Union Cabinet spent 11 days assessing

whether the Iran war would impact our

kitchens and stoves. Ultimately, in a cabinet

meeting, Prime Minister Modi had to issue

directives that all ministries should work

together to prepare for potential challenges.

The impact of the war on the country's

citizens should be minimized. The Prime

Minister acknowledged the "challenge" and

used the word "should" to exhort. Why can't

the Prime Minister himself coordinate at the

ministerial level? Since he is the supreme,

constitutional executive head of the country,

he should address the nation and state the

reality. The Prime Minister has addressed

the nation several times during

demonetization, the COVID-19 pandemic,

and Operation Sindoor. The countrymen

have also given him unwavering support and

cooperation. However, India consumes an

average of 195 million cubic meters of gas

daily, while domestic gas production is only

around 100 million cubic meters. Naturally,

India has to import gas. In addition to

cooking gas (LPG), LNG, PNG, and CNG

are also essential for the functioning of our

lives. Without them, life, society, and business

would grind to a halt. PNG reaches our

homes through pipelines, with 16.2 million

connections. LPG has over 330 million

consumers. CNG is used in vehicles. LNG is

a lifeline for everything from fertilizer plants

to industrial production and manufacturing

units. Prime Minister Modi, in his address

to the nation, may reveal the basis on which

India signed the 2.2 million ton gas deal with

the United States. Furthermore, what is the

status of adequate gas supplies from

countries like Australia, Canada, Norway,

West Africa, Nigeria, Angola, and Algeria?

These small, tiny countries are supplying gas

to a vast nation like India, yet why hasn't

78-year-old India been able to produce

enough gas for itself? This is a truly puzzling

question. What is the secrecy behind sharing

gas information with the country? What is

the diplomatic strategy? Who will torpedo

your oil and gas supply? This is a sensitive

issue concerning the lives and kitchens of

ordinary Indians. Why wouldn't the Prime

Minister disclose the situation to the people,

the opposition, and the media during a

disaster or crisis? Our food security is

directly linked to the energy crisis. Sure, the

central government has notified and

implemented the Essential Commodities Act,

1955, but the common man is forced to take

to the streets. People have started queuing

for gas cylinders, just as they did for oxygen

cylinders during the COVID-19 pandemic.

That crisis was also fake, fueled by fear and

rumors.

The current crisis concerns the common

kitchen: whether the gas stove will be lit in

the evening, whether home-cooked meals

will be cooked. This crisis is particularly

concerning for the class whose lives are spent

struggling, whose resources are extremely

limited, and who gave Narendra Modi a

mandate to become Prime Minister for the

third time. Can't the Prime Minister address

those people as well? In the midst of this

crisis, US President Trump has stated that

the war is almost over. This means that the

US is seeking a safe way out and an end to

the war, but Israel and Iran are currently

not thinking so. Clearly, the oil and gas crisis

will persist and may even escalate. Petrol

and diesel prices have risen in nearly 60

countries. However, Russia remains a

shining hope for us. It is the largest exporter

of gas and the second-largest producer of

crude oil. The US has lifted oil and gas

sanctions against Russia. Russia has also

begun supplying us with crude oil and gas.

Approximately 9.5 million barrels of oil are

located off the Indian coast.
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Why are investors afraid of AI? IT

investors' confidence is wavering
The IT sector is facing uncertainty due to AI. As a result, investors in the capital markets are becoming increasingly disillusioned with IT

companies. There is a growing suspicion that investors in the capital markets are becoming disillusioned with IT companies and are rapidly

withdrawing their investments. This is confirmed by the massive sell-off in the stock markets of major IT companies last February. As a

result, for the first time since the global recession of 2006, the IT company index on the Indian capital markets, BSE and NSE, fell by

approximately 20.9%. Furthermore, in the current financial year, since April 1, 2025, the IT index has fallen by approximately 16%. The

growing popularity of Artificial Intelligence (AI) is a major reason for investor

disillusionment. Last month, the AI ??company Anthropic's new tool, "Cloud Code," caused

Indian company shares to fall by seven percent in just one day. In this downturn, four of India's

largest IT companies lost over ?9 lakh crore in the Indian capital markets. Surprisingly,

Anthropic is not listed on any stock exchange. It's also important to understand that the

market cap of India's top 10 IT companies is US$328 billion, while Anthropic alone is

US$350 billion. Will AI reduce the profits of Indian IT companies? Investors' concerns are not

misplaced, as Indian IT companies are currently primarily in the service sector. For over twenty

years, service companies have been performing various technology-related tasks for the US

and Europe at low costs. These tasks are performed by large numbers of employees. In return,

companies receive dollar payments based on the employees' working hours. A portion of this

income is given to employees as salaries. Now, it is becoming common knowledge that the use of AI will lead to the replacement of technical

tasks, especially coding, by machines. This will reduce employee expenses, potentially resulting in a decline in company profits. According to

a recent report, app development currently accounts for 25 percent of Indian IT companies' service revenue, 30 percent for maintenance, 10

percent for BPO, and 35 percent for all other revenue. It is being speculated that in the future, AI will replace manual labor in app development

and maintenance, accounting for 60 percent and 35 percent, respectively. AI will account for 40 percent of BPO revenue, resulting in a

reduction of approximately eight to ten percent in companies' overall profits. However, this impact will not be felt by companies that develop

technology-related products rather than services. One reason investors are apprehensive is that any improvements to AI curriculum in IT

education may not immediately benefit companies, as the courses will only make the Indian market available to young engineers in the next

four years. Several studies also indicate that in the future, employment opportunities for freshers in the IT sector will be significantly

reduced, as their work will be handled by machines. Currently, the Indian IT sector contributes over seven percent to GDP and provides a

significant number of jobs. However, investors are realizing that the boom in the IT sector, which began with the Y2K crisis in the Indian

capital market in 2000, is now facing uncertainty due to AI. This has led to investors selling off the stock market. Furthermore, the US

central bank recently raised interest rates, leading to increased financing costs. India's major IT companies have a market share of around

50 to 60 percent with the US. This has also led to pressure on IT companies' profits. Another aspect is that companies like Open AI,

ChatGPT, and Grok have only become popular in the last 5-6 years and are themselves surprised by the rapid growth of their customer

base. But the question of why IT companies failed to accurately assess this forecast remains a constant concern among investors, and as a

result, they are now exercising caution toward IT companies. There are also rumblings that gig labor, which has become increasingly

prevalent within the e-commerce sector, may come under pressure due to the increasing prevalence of AI, and that home delivery may

become mechanized rather than manual labor in the future.

Where the aroma of yogurt and butter wafts

from the mountains
It is said about Sankari Khor in Barsana that people can smell the aroma of yogurt and butter by rubbing their hands on the rocks. Habur

is a village about 40-50 kilometers from Jaisalmer. It is said that stones called "Habur Stones" are found here. In the local language, they are

also called "Haburiya Bhata" or "Swarngiri Patthar." It is said that if these stones are added to milk, the milk solidifies and turns into

yogurt without the need for a starter. Here in Mathura, there is a mountain whose rocks are claimed to smell the aroma of butter and yogurt

by rubbing the palms on them. Sankari Khor is a place in Barsana. It is a very narrow alley on the Brahmachal mountain, which is why it

gets its name. According to religious beliefs, during the Dwapar era, the Gopis of Braj used to travel through this street carrying curd and

butter. During this time, Bal Krishna, along with his friends, would ask for butter from them. Sometimes, scuffles would ensue, resulting in

the curd and butter spilling onto the rocks. It is believed that even today, the aroma of butter and yogurt can be felt from the rocks at this

location. People visit the site, rub their palms, and claim to have smelled the fragrance. Of the rocks on either side of this street, one side is

black, the other is fair. Devotees believe that the rocks on which Lord Krishna sat turned Shyam and Radha fair. However, science disproves

this. This mountain was mentioned in the 16th century, but like Mount Govardhan, it is considered very ancient. Many significant markings

and carvings have been found on the rocks in and around Sankari Khor. Inscriptions from the medieval period (16th-17th centuries) are

found in the Braj language and Devanagari script in the temples of Barsana and on some mountain paths. Archaeological surveys have been

conducted at a site in Hathiya village, just three kilometers from Barsana. Remains of the Painted Grey Ware culture have been found here.

According to archaeologists, this site may date back to approximately 1200-800 BCE or even earlier, a period that is also claimed to be the

Mahabharata period. In Bahj village, near Govardhan, the Archaeological Survey of India conducted its deepest excavation to date. Remains

of a civilization approximately 4,500 years old have been unearthed here. Stone tools from the Ganeshwar civilization and the Stone Age

have been found, proving that this region has been a center of human civilization for millions of years.

They sent me to jail on false

charges. Their aim was to make Yogi Adityanath's mega event Mahakumbh

unsuccessful.' Monalisa's life is not easy - In his post, the director further wrote, 'I wrote

the story of the film while in jail and I insulted those who were saying that Sanoj will

never make the film so much that they did not understand any of the allegations.

Everyone kept peeping at each other's closed doors. They had only one option,

Monalisa, whom I considered to be the incarnation of Mother Ganga. Monalisa's life

is not as easy as you all see. Her mother, elder mother, younger mother, father, elder father, younger father, all were a compulsion for her. In fact, her life depended on her real mother, whom

her father had eloped with and married someone else.
