A Top-Up
Meeting on
Alternatives

Prime Minister Modi, for the first time since
the Iran war, held discussions with 13 of his
senior ministers to review the situation. The
government is concerned and making efforts
to ensure the uninterrupted supply and
availability of essential commodities,
including petrol, diesel, gas, fertilizers, and
other essential commodities across the
country. This is a welcome gesture. The
Prime Minister has directed the formation
of a group of ministers and secretaries to
ensure coordination at all levels and
minimize inconvenience to the common man.
Discussions were also held on exploring
alternative sources of imports and exports,
as the Gulf countries will remain uncertain
and unstable for India even after the war.
Threats remain, so alternative supply chains
are the only option. India has now attempted
to establish alternatives from countries like
Australia, New Zealand, Canada, Algeria,
the Netherlands, and Norway. Prime
Minister Modi has spoken by phone with the
heads of state, heads of government, kings,
and emirs of Iran, Israel, Malaysia, Jordan,
Oman, Qatar, Kuwait, Saudi Arabia, and
the United Arab Emirates. It is clear that
the Prime Minister has shared his concerns
and concerns and repeatedly advocated for
peace, stability, and diplomacy. Heads of
state and government from countries like
France, Germany, Finland, Spain, and
Switzerland have repeatedly urged Prime
Minister Modi that India can successfully
mediate between war-torn countries, as the
United States, Israel, and Iran are India's
allies. India is the world's largest market and
a meaningful democracy, so India's role is
universally accepted. India also chairs the
BRICS countries, and as such, it can
persuade those countries to play a significant
role in a ceasefire. Prime Minister Modi
should certainly make efforts in this regard.
While the Prime Minister and ministers may
have discussed various options, our
curiosity, not a serious question, is why a
country with a population of over 1.47
billion, even after 78 years of independence
and sovereignty, has not become self-
sufficient in crude oil, gas, and fertilizers.
Smaller countries possess infinite reserves of
oil and gas. Is India facing a "drought' in
terms of oil and gas? The Petroleum
Ministry has consistently revealed a 40
percent increase in LPG production. India
already produces 40 percent of its LPG
needs. If such an increase in LPG production
can be achieved in just 20-22 days, we could
produce 70-80 percent of our gas needs! The
government must provide clarification on
this. When the BJP came to power at the
center in 2014, it stated in its manifesto that
it would undertake comprehensive reforms
in energy security and production. Today,
India has to import approximately 88.6 %
of its crude oil, 60-66% of its gas, and
approximately 65 % ??of its fertilizers. The
situation has only worsened. Why is India
so dependent and needy that the closure of
a sea route due to war causes a gas crisis in
the country? India's import bill could reach
?105,000 crore. Undoubtedly, there is a
serious shortage of domestic and commercial
LPG in the country. The government also
acknowledges the situation is worrying. This
statement comes from Sujata Sharma, Joint
Secretary of the Ministry of Petroleum and
Natural Gas. Hoarding and black
marketing of LPG is ingrained in our
culture. We have always considered it a part
of business. What legal action has been
taken against the ''black sheep'' who seized
the gas cylinders during the raids? Why
hasn't the NSA been imposed on them?

The Challenge of
Avoiding the Heat of War

India is the world's third-largest pharmaceutical producer and the number one producer of generic medicines. India has foreign exchange
reserves of over $700 billion, enabling it to easily weather any economic risk. The government is ensuring uninterrupted supplies of essential
commodities. India has large food and foreign exchange reserves. A 'Relief' scheme has been launched to provide relief to exporters. In view
of the West Asia crisis, a meeting of the Cabinet Committee on Security, chaired by the Prime Minister, considered all possible measures to
ensure the availability of essential necessities such as petrol, diesel, gas, electricity, fertilizers, etc. Since the war in West Asia is affecting the
entire world, it is natural for the government to focus on ensuring uninterrupted supplies, stable logistics, and efficient distribution across
the country. The Modi government will need to coordinate appropriately with states to prevent black marketing and hoarding of essential
commodities. Additionally, new efforts will be made to promote the export of Indian goods, including developing new export destinations.
The protracted war in West Asia is increasing the economic challenges for India, as well as the world. A recent report by Goldman Sachs
lowered India's growth forecast for the fiscal year 2026-27 from 7 percent to 6.5 percent. ICICI Bank has also reduced its growth forecast
for India from 7.5 percent to 7 percent. According to rating agencies, rising global crude oil prices and supply disruptions are expected to
significantly increase India's energy import bill. Furthermore, challenges related to declining exports and rising inflation are also threatening
the Indian economy's balance sheet. The escalating war between Iran and the US and Israel is exacerbating the disruption of the supply of
cooking gas and commercial gas cylinders in many parts of the country. Exporters are also facing difficulties. The Sensex is declining and the
rupee is depreciating against the dollar. Investors are withdrawing funds from the Indian market. The war is also beginning to impact
India's financial markets. Investor wealth has declined, and the market capitalization (m-cap) of Indian companies has declined sharply. The
previous such decline was seen in March 2020 during the COVID-19 pandemic. However, even amid the impact of the war, India possesses
some significant economic advantages that are likely to protect the country's growth rate from a significant setback. The government has
implemented the Essential Commodities Act and taken several strategic measures to control inflation and mitigate its impact on the common
man, including increasing buffer stocks for essential food items, strategically selling food grains purchased in the open market, and facilitating
essential imports. To provide relief to exporters, it has introduced the Resilience and Logistics Intervention for Export Facilitation (RELIEF)
scheme. This scheme aims to assist exporters facing increased freight costs and insurance premiums, as well as war-related export risks.
MSME exporters will be particularly benefited under this scheme. The government will also cover the insurance costs for goods exported to
Gulf countries. It is also noteworthy that following diplomatic talks between India and Iran, Iran has allowed Indian-flagged oil and gas
tankers to safely pass through the Strait of Hormuz. Despite rapidly rising global crude oil prices, the price of petrol and diesel has remained
unchanged. Retail inflation is below the Reserve Bank's target of 4%. The country's vast food grain reserves, strategic reserves for petrol
and diesel supplies, and adequate stocks of essential medicines are all visible as India's economic strengths. While record food grain production
guarantees food for the common man, it also serves as the basis for food grain supply to many needy countries. Last year, a record production
of 357 million tonnes of food grains was achieved, and this year, even higher production is expected. The Food Corporation of India
estimates that approximately 18.2 million tonnes of wheat will be available in the central pool by April 2026. Currently, free food grains are
being distributed to more than 800 million vulnerable people in the country. Six years ago, our food grain reserves were a major support in
the fight against COVID. At a time when the Iran and Israel-US wars are driving up global food prices and disrupting food supplies, India's
record food grain production is a welcome relief. India is working on alternative strategies to increase crude oil purchases from the US and
Russia, among other countries. Previously, India purchased crude oil from 27 countries. Now, this number has increased to 40. Concerns
regarding essential medicines are also reduced amid the war. India is the world's third-largest pharmaceutical producer and ranks first in
generic medicine production. India has foreign exchange reserves of over $700 billion, enabling it to easily weather any economic risks.

The Muslim Mind's Confusion

Pakistan maintains silence over the hundreds of Muslims Killed in airstrikes in Afghanistan. Will this dilemma deepen in the future or take
a new turn with the changing global reality? Indian Muslims are deeply conflicted by Iran's attacks. Disillusioned by Saudi Arabia's liberal
reforms, the Muslim community is deeply connected to the Khilafat movement. The war between the US, Israel, and Iran has transformed
West Asia into a battlefield. This is the first time in the past century that Muslims in the Indian subcontinent are at a loss. This is because,
until now, they had a clear understanding of the so-called "threat' to Islam. Many Muslims sympathize with Iran, but they are unable to
openly support this war because Iran, in response, is also injuring declared Islamic countries in West Asia and the Gulf with its airstrikes.
Where should they go now? The Gulf countries bearing the brunt of Iran's wrath include the UAE, Qatar, Kuwait, Oman, Bahrain, Iraq,
and Jordan, as well as Saudi Arabia, where Prophet Muhammad was born centuries ago, Islam took its religious form, and the Quran was
revealed.

The holy Mecca and Medina are located here. Why aren't many Muslims in the Indian subcontinent calling Iran's aggression against Saudi
Arabia and other Muslim countries an "attack on Islam'? The answer lies in the current political direction and leadership of the Gulf
countries. Saudi Arabia's ruler, Mohammed bin Salman (MBS), whose family is the custodian of Mecca and Medina, has consistently
blamed Iran's policies and its 1979 Islamic Revolution for the growing intolerance in the Islamic world since 2017. Ironically, Saudi Arabia
has also been guilty of the very thing MBS is blaming Iran for. The Saudi regime has long opposed Sufism, Shia traditions, and the shrine
tradition, enforcing a rigid interpretation of ''"Tawhid'' (monotheism) influenced by radical Wahhabi-Salafi ideology. Powered by the petro-
dollar, Saudi Arabia heavily funded mosques, madrasas, and Islamic institutions globally to spread this ideology. In the 1980s, the US, with
the support of Saudi Arabia and Pakistan, promoted jihad in Afghanistan against the Soviet Union. Jihadist organizations like Al Qaeda and
the Islamic State draw inspiration from the Wahhabi-Salafi ideological indoctrination. However, in the changing global landscape of the 21st
century, the rise of alternative energy sources, the proliferation of electric vehicles, and structural changes in the global economy, Saudi
Arabia seeks to break free from its medieval mindset and build a pragmatic, liberal, and coexistent society. Under MBS's leadership, Saudi
Arabia is no longer a purely Sharia-based Islamic country. Upon assuming power, he declared, ''We will not spend the next 30 years of our
lives grappling with destructive ideas. We will eradicate them.'" Consequently, over the past decade, Saudi Arabia has been undergoing
social reforms that are forbidden (haram) from a strictly Islamic perspective. These include promoting leisure tourism, allowing women to
drive without a male guardian, increasing their participation in work, and reforming labor laws. Regulations that pose significant obstacles
to coexistence are also being reformed. Two years ago, a grand Swaminarayan temple was built in the neighboring UAE. Bahrain has also
allocated land for a Hindu temple. Indeed, after centuries, Gulf countries, including Saudi Arabia, are breaking free from the shackles of
radical Islam. As Arab countries transform themselves into liberal, tolerant, and modern, a segment of Muslims in the Indian subcontinent
is becoming disillusioned with these countries. It is important to understand the historical context of this. During World War I, when Britain
invaded Turkey, whose ruler held the title of Caliph in the Islamic world, only the Muslims of undivided India agitated for the restoration of
the Caliphate, in what we know as the bloody ''Khilafat Movement.'' Southeast Asia (including Indonesia and Malaysia), where a significant
number of Muslims resided, remained unaffected by the Khilafat Movement. The reasons for this are clear. Islam's spread in the Indian
subcontinent was primarily through external invaders, leading to a strong political-imperialist consciousness among its Muslims. Whereas in
Southeast Asia, this process developed through more peaceful trade and cultural exchange. Most Muslims in the Indian subcontinent are not
only disconnected from their pre-Islamic roots but also despise them, whereas most Muslims in Southeast Asia maintain local cultural
continuity. At that time, Indian Muslims saw the Ottoman Caliphate as a global Islamic power. At that time, the Muslim elite came to believe
that defending the Caliphate was essentially an attempt to revive the Islamic flag in India, leading to massacres of Hindus in many parts of
the country, including Malabar. In contrast, the question of Turkiye was a distant one for the Muslim communities of Southeast Asia. The
gradual decline of Turkiye since World War I and the intervention of Western powers transformed the political geography of West Asia,
giving rise to several Islamic countries. After World War II, the United States signed an " oil-for-security'' agreement with Saudi Arabia and
has strategic relations with almost all Gulf countries. This entire scenario is reflected in the Indian context. This exposes the deep internal
conflict among Muslims in the subcontinent. The same Muslim community that reacts sharply to the Gaza incident or the US-Israeli bombing
of Iran remains silent on the hundreds of Muslims killed in Pakistan's airstrikes in Afghanistan. Will this dilemma deepen in the future or
take a new turn with the changing global reality?

A study of 960 female TB
patients concluded that approximately 69% of women understand the severity of TB and the importance
of treatment. While health awareness has improved, a large number of women are still forced to
conceal their illness. Fear of society, the potential for relationship breakdown, and the worry of losing
respect are the reasons behind this. This not only increases mental stress but also deprives them of essential
support. Approximately 44 percent of women with TB withdraw from social activities to avoid stigma. TB
has the most severe impact on women's marital lives, with approximately 18 percent experiencing
rejection from their spouses or in-laws. Shockingly, in approximately 10 percent of cases, marriages ended
due to TB. Meanwhile, 40 percent of women were denied marriage because society considered them ''sick"
and "unfit."" This study also highlighted the gender inequality prevalent in society. While male TB patients
receive full support from their families, especially their wives, female patients are deprived of this. A shift
in mindset is essential, not just medication—medical treatment alone is not enough to eradicate TB. This
requires social change. Gender-sensitive programs are especially needed for women so they don't feel isolated. Globally, approximately 10 million people develop TB each year, of which 2.8
million are in India. TB can affect any part of the body. TB in the lungs is called pulmonary TB, and TB in other parts of the body is called extrapulmonary TB. In India, approximately
80% of TB patients have pulmonary TB. Symptoms of TB disease: Symptoms develop gradually and can last for several weeks. Persistent cough, lasting two weeks or more. Sputum in the
cough. Blood in the cough. Chest pain when breathing or coughing. Shortness of breath. Prolonged fever, which worsens in the evening. Night sweats. Feeling tired and weak throughout
the day. Loss of appetite and weight loss - what are the measures to prevent TB? If you have a cough or other TB symptoms for more than two weeks, you should get a sputum test and a
chest X-ray. Microscopic and molecular tests (CB-NET or TruNAT) are performed to look for TB bacteria in sputum. All these tests are performed free of charge at government hospitals
and health centers. Who is at greater risk? The risk of TB increases due to factors such as contact with a TB patient, malnutrition, HIV, diabetes, early pregnancy and repeated pregnancies
in women, purdah system, cooking on wood stoves, air pollution, smoking and other addictions, lack of sanitation, and living in dirty and densely populated areas. How is it treated? TB
is a completely curable disease, provided it is treated promptly and thoroughly. It is treated with medication lasting six to nine months. It is important to complete the full course, otherwise
the bacteria may become resistant to the drugs and lead to multi-drug-resistant TB (MDR TB), which is even more difficult to treat. Treatment for MDR TB lasts approximately two years,
and these drugs have more side effects. Develop good habits: Maintain personal hygiene and use a handkerchief or tissue when coughing or sneezing. Infected individuals should wear a
mask to prevent the spread of the bacteria. A balanced diet and regular exercise can boost the body's immunity. Smoking, alcohol, other intoxicants, and cooking on a wood stove also
worsen TB, so avoid these. Diabetes, lung problems, cancer, and heart disease should also be properly treated to reduce the risk of TB.

Add fresh vegetables and protein to ready-to-eat
foods. Make instant mixes and freezer meal options at home. Check sodium, sugar, and fat by reading nutrition labels. Are you also worried about the shortage of LPG gas and considering
increasing the number of ready-to-eat and instant food packets in your monthly ration list? While these instant foods may help save fuel, excessive reliance on them can put your health at
risk. We must understand that the excess preservatives, salt, and sugar present in them can affect the digestive system. Excessive consumption of packaged foods increases the risk of obesity,
fatty liver, heart disease, type 2 diabetes, and even cancer. These foods are relatively low in nutrients. A little caution before preparing or purchasing them at home can help minimize their
harmful effects. Improve the quality of your food: Instead of eating them directly from the store, you can use several methods to make your meals tasty and nutritious. For example, when
it comes to noodles or pasta, you can add frozen or microwaved vegetables like broccoli, peas, or carrots. Similarly, you can add boiled eggs, cheese, or tofu pieces to them. These can help
meet your daily protein needs. Also, be careful when using packaged spices. For example, the flavor makers included in the package contain high amounts of salt, so use less or half the
amount. You can add herbs, lemon juice, or fresh coriander for flavor and nutrition. Freezer Meals Suitable for Everyone - Instead of buying store-bought frozen foods, prepare them
yourself. This can save you the hassle of cooking for a while. However, always remember that this is a temporary solution to save fuel and time. Take necessary precautions when preparing
them, as they can be more harmful for people with weakened immune systems, such as the elderly, children, pregnant women, and the sick. Prepare a thick dal tadka or tomato-onion gravy
and freeze it in an ice tray or small container. Alternatively, boil chickpeas, kidney beans, or cowpeas, drain the excess water, and freeze them in a ziplock bag. Homemade Noodle Soup for
Kids - Noodles are becoming an essential part of every household kitchen. The LPG shortage has increased the demand for such products. If you prefer, you can prepare noodles at home
and store them in a glass jar. To do this, first take a glass jar and add some soy sauce and ginger-garlic paste. Add boiled noodles on top. You can add millet or whole wheat noodles to make
them more nutritious. Then add finely chopped vegetables and paneer. You can prepare this immediately and feed it to children by simply pouring hot boiling water over it. You can also take
it to the office. Nutritious Instant Mixes - You can prepare instant mixes like soup, upma, or sattu at home. Store them in an airtight container and they can last for 3-4 weeks. For example,
to prepare instant upma, roast semolina with mustard seeds, curry leaves, peanuts, and dried vegetables, then cool it. When ready to eat, add hot water, cover, and consume for five minutes.
Similarly, you can easily make sattu drinks. Mix roasted gram sattu with cumin powder and black salt. This is an excellent protein drink. When you want to drink, you just need to dissolve
it in water. Smart Consumers and Health - At this time, you need to be a little more cautious when purchasing ready-to-eat foods from the market. Read the nutrition label carefully. Check
the sodium, saturated fat, and sugar content. Try to choose foods high in whole grains to ensure you get protein and fiber. Ingredients are listed in descending order. If whole grains,
vegetables, or lean protein are the first three ingredients, choose that package. Whole grains, such as millet, are better than refined flour. Similarly, many instant foods are high in salt. To
avoid this, ready-to-eat meals should have a low sodium content. Sugar is often listed under various names, such as corn syrup, sucrose, and dextrose. Be mindful of these quantities; they
should also be limited. Similarly, avoid products containing trans fats and hydrogenated oils. Try to buy food alternatives containing olive oil or avocado oil. Keep these things in mind -
Check the FSSAIlogo and license number on the packet. Do not buy if there is any leakage or small ice particles visible in the can or pouch. If you want to store food at home, do so in glass
jars or BPA-free containers.
