The system is

deteriorating.
Big structures will now face significant tests

with ease. MLA Prakash Rana, during the

Assembly's budget session, weighed in on

the neglect of buildings. He highlighted how

public funds are wasted by subservient

governments. Buildings are not symbols of

power; they should enhance state assets.

However, changing governments often halt

the construction of previous projects and

buildings as state priorities. Similar debates

are taking place between the ruling and

opposition parties, where it is being claimed

that the previous government constructed

nearly a thousand buildings in a wasteful

manner. What are our long-term plans, and

how are infrastructural achievements

evaluated? The system's guardrails are

deteriorating.

Generations are filled with disappointment,

yet educational institutions are being

established. Our House debates are filled

with anger, both sides are divided, but the

reality of the state is unsurprising. Instead

of discussing how much ground is left

beneath the debt of Rs 1 lakh crore and how

much sky is left above it, all parties are

tearing each other's shirts. Even the police

system was torn to shreds when four police

officers who were supposed to stop drug

trafficking became drug dealers. Four STF

officers scuttled the entire department's

investigation and, in collusion with LSD

smugglers, set up shop. There could be many

reasons for this audacity, or perhaps many

white-collar criminals are involved in the

drug trade. We cannot doubt the functioning

of the entire department, but we can urge

people to learn lessons from such examples.

Furthermore, Himachal's crime scene is

becoming increasingly frightening. If police

officers become entangled in organized

crime, then the entire atmosphere of the state

will have to be questioned. Evidence from

Himachal on the crime map now calls for a

change in the pattern. At least there is a

growing need for stricter police surveillance

in border areas and a change in the very

nature of the department. Systemic reforms

in the police system cannot be avoided. The

police commissioner system must be

implemented at least at the district

headquarters in municipal areas, while the

headquarters of police cells such as crime

and drug prevention should be established

in BBN. ??In Himachal, pressures from

social and civic behavior are presenting new

challenges for the police, while cybercrime

is also spreading its roots. In such a situation,

who will protect a retired officer from cyber

arrest who, while investing his savings,

succumbs to greed? Who will protect the

lives of those students who are losing their

self-confidence and moral courage in the

educational system? When a student in a

Palampur college committed suicide in front

of her own classroom, the police

investigation cannot provide all the answers.

There, the boundaries of education, the

curriculum, the journey of life's aspirations,

and the environment are violated. Himachal

must now fear the dangers engulfing its own

ways. It must fear the intrusion of haste into

the competitiveness of life. Those who are

souring the mood in the Assembly should

consider that some ominous shadows are

haunting the state's image. We have worked

so hard to build Himachal to its current

position, but now the real test will be in every

aspect of the system and every aspect of

society. We must strengthen our resolve to

ensure that humanity remains alive beneath

the police uniform, that students' aspirations

have a bright future, and that the state's

goals remain supreme over the duties of

public representatives.
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 Ashok Kharat Controversy: The faces of the "Rupalis"

trapped in the trap of fake babas must be exposed.
Those considered to be the leaders of society, those responsible for running the country and the state, what message are they sending to the

public by becoming blind followers of these fraudulent babas? The resignation of Rupali Chakankar, Chairperson of the State Women's

Commission in Maharashtra, has raised many questions. While resignations are rare in politics these days, this is likely the first instance of

a female leader resigning due to questionable ties to a fraudulent babas. Therefore, the resignation of Rupali Chakankar, Chairperson of

the State Women's Commission in Maharashtra, should be welcomed because the reasons for her resignation reflect the rot in our society.

Rupali Chakankar is accused of having a questionable relationship with a fraudulent babas from Maharashtra, Captain Ashok Kharat.

This so-called baba, who calls himself a "godman" and a numerologist, was recently arrested by Maharashtra police on charges of drugging

and raping a woman for three years, and 58 pornographic videos were recovered from his possession. In her complaint to the police, the

victim stated that in 2022, after her marriage, Kharat called her to his office and told her that her astrological calculations indicated a threat

to her husband's life. She stated that Kharat raped her after giving her a drink laced with sedatives. He continued to sexually assault her for

three years. Meanwhile, it was revealed that Rupali Chakankar was among this fake baba's devoted followers. It is said that Rupali and her

businessman husband recently performed a tantric ritual at the baba's behest, for which Rupali cut her ring finger to obtain the necessary

blood. Rupali is an educated woman and is also the president of the women's state unit of the Nationalist Congress Party. She comes from a

political family. Her mother-in-law was also a former NCP councilor. But Rupali also resorted to the help of a fake baba to advance in

politics. The widespread network of fake sadhus and sham babas - Rupali is just one example. Many politicians in this country are deeply

entangled in the web of fake sadhus and sham babas. If you investigate deeply, you will find ten or twenty people in almost every party who,

to fulfill their political, business, or power interests, seek refuge in such fake babas and spend money on them. Some do this openly, while

others do it secretly. This begs the question: is this country moving forward or backward? In any case, the business that has flourished the

most in this country since independence is that of babas and sadhus. Most of these people have no religious legitimacy or deep religious

knowledge, yet they possess more than a PhD in exploiting people's emotions and compulsions. The special thing is that this business never

faces a recession, because millions of people are willing to be fooled in the name of faith and lose everything. Nowadays, fake (and many

real!) babas find it necessary to seek the help of such babas to flourish, and politicians find it necessary to keep their businesses running. This

relationship is complementary. Politicians are more interested in the baba's crowd-pulling skills than in his accomplishments and spiritual

practices, while babas seek legitimacy from politicians because it provides security and expansion to their business. If a politician is associated

with a ruling party, it is even better, and if such a baba has control over a religious place, it is icing on the cake. This quells any remaining

doubts in the minds of ordinary devotees, and they view every action of the baba with the same "sacredness of mother cow," no matter how

filthy his inner self may be. The story of the fake baba Ashok Kharat is similar. He writes "Captain" before his name. It is said that he was

once in the Merchant Navy. After leaving that demanding job, he entered the lucrative profession of babagiri. He began predicting the

future of others by calling himself a numerologist. This rise in Babagiri has been attributed to the favor of all political parties in Maharashtra.

After entering the babagiri business, Kharat established the Ishanyeshwar Temple in Mirgaon, Nashik district. It is known as the Shivnika

Sansthan. Ashok Kharat became the president of the 'Shri Ishanyeshwar Devasthan Trust,' and Rupali was also a trustee. Kharat's influence

within the government led to a decision to provide water from the Gangapur Dam to his institute. A 48-kilometer pipeline was also laid for

this purpose. However, the government has now rescinded this order and announced an investigation. However, the name of Jayant Patil,

the then Water Resources Minister of Maharashtra and a close associate of Sharad Pawar, is emerging. This clearly indicates that Kharat

had deep influence within the Nationalist Congress Party. Ashok Kharat quickly achieved the status of a Maharaja through his skills,

earned considerable wealth, and invested in many places. Baba's fame and the growing crowd of blind devotees fuel the electoral ambitions

of politicians. Rupali is also in the NCP Ajit Pawar faction. She has also received an award for her good work for women's self-help groups.

Coalition politics made her the chairperson of an important organization like the Maharashtra State Women's Commission. The chairperson

of an organization that was responsible for protecting women's rights was trapped by a fraud and rapist Baba and was devoted to him.

However, in her defense, Rupali stated that she had been framed. Her faith in a particular Baba is a personal matter. She also stated that the

government should investigate who was behind this "conspiracy." However, she was resigning on moral grounds. Rupali defended herself

by stating that she had known the fake Baba since 2019, but was unaware of his dark deeds. Now, who wouldn't die for this innocent act, oh

God? Rupali isn't alone... Rupali is just one example that has come to light. The list of politicians who openly or secretly serve or protect such

fake Babas is long. The fake Baba was arrested based on a report from the woman he had been raping. After she reported him to the police,

the Baba threatened to have her husband murdered. Meanwhile, police raided Ashok Kharat's office, "Oaks Property Dealer & Developer,"

located at Canada Corner in Nashik, and recovered significant evidence, including 58 pornographic videos featuring several high-profile

women. Photographs of Kharat with several prominent politicians have also surfaced. Sushma Andhare, a firebrand leader of the opposition

Shiv Sena (Uddhav Thackeray), questioned the relationship between Rupali Chakankar and the fake Baba Kharat. Citing the Maharashtra

Prevention of Human Sacrifice and Aghori Practices and Black Magic Act, former Maharashtra Chief Minister Uddhav Thackeray said,

"If law-abiding people are following such fake Babas, then action should also be taken against such fake followers appearing in politics."

The name of the state's Deputy Chief Minister, Eknath Shinde, is also being mentioned among these people. Meanwhile, Maharashtra's

Devendra Fadnavis government, recognizing the seriousness of the matter, has formed an SIT to investigate, led by IPS officer Tejaswini

Satpute. A case has also been registered against Kharat under various sections of the BNS and the Maharashtra Prevention of Human

Sacrifice and Other Inhuman, Evil and Aghori Practices and Black Magic Act, 2013. These sections are: 64(1) rape, 74, 352, and 351(1).

Sections 3(1) and 3(2) of the Black Magic Act have also been imposed. Meanwhile, the Nashik court has remanded the accused, Ashok

Kharat, in police custody until March 24th. The police are now working to identify other potential victims who were unable to come forward

due to fear of Kharat. The real question here is: what message are those who are considered social leaders, those who have the responsibility

of running the country and the state, sending to the public by becoming blind followers of these fake babas?

Another aspect: Cow protection isn't just a religion, it can also

be an economic model; the Mathura model has achieved success.
The annual budget of approximately 2,000 registered cow shelters in the country is billions of rupees, but its benefits are not received by

those who should benefit from it. In Sanatan Hindu culture, the

cow is considered a mother. Cow milk, yogurt, buttermilk, cheese,

and ghee are considered best for health. The benefits of indigenous

cow dung and urine have been proven through scientific tests. For

centuries, cow rearing was a tradition in every Sanatani household,

but urbanization and modern lifestyles have rapidly eroded

this tradition. Thousands of cow shelters have been established in

cities over the past 100-150 years, but the condition of most cow

shelters is not up to expectations. Today, there are

approximately 8,000 cow shelters in the country, of which only

about 2,000 are registered. The annual budget of these cow shelters

is billions of rupees, but those who should benefit from it are not.

We conducted a small experiment in this direction 20 years ago

in Mathura, which yielded positive results. We were unable to

continue it further because our priority was to save the Krishna-era

lakes and forests of Braj. This model is very simple. 10,210,000 hectares of land is available for pastures in the country, which represents 3-

4 percent of the country's total geographical area. Every village has many landless families, whom the government provides employment for

a few days a year through schemes like MNREGA. There are many educated youth in the districts and villages who are interested in social

work. What should happen is that a committee of landless families in the village should be formed and they should be engaged in growing

fodder on the pasture land. This fodder should then be given to other landless families. These families can earn income by working in the

pastures, care for their cattle with the free fodder, and support their families with the milk they produce, leading a healthy life. When we

conducted this experiment in Mathura, we asked donors to contribute financially to growing fodder on a village pasture, and not to donate

money in the name of cow service. We found many generous donors and young people who helped make this experiment a success. Ours was

a very small-scale experiment. However, some young people, having studied at IITs and IIMs and left their jobs in multinational companies,

are implementing this model on a much larger scale in Central India. They have improved the lives of thousands of poor people and, using

the manure produced through this process, have planted large fruit orchards on barren lands. People who initially opposed them are now

cooperating with them. Therefore, nothing is impossible. What is needed is an honest and generous mindset.
