If Nadaun is now beginning to see itself

through the lens of religious tourism, a fair

will be held at the tomb of Dhyanu Bhakt,

and the acquisition file must be completed

before that. It's a good thing the government

has made an effort, otherwise, despite its

spiritual power, this site has been neglected

for years. We have repeatedly suggested this

in these columns, but the inherent religious

magnetism here remains unrecognized.

There are other religious sites in the state

that, if acquired, could potentially expand

their potential through tourism review. The

Hanuman Temple in Dharamshala, the

headquarters of Kangra district, became a

center of devotion in British history, but even

today, its management remains under the

police. The Smart City project has invested

substantial funds in its development, but its

direct administrative acquisition will only

meet its needs for proper management.

Similarly, while the commercialization and

development of the Baglamukhi Temple is

praised, there are advocates for its

government acquisition to properly evaluate

religious tourism. After independence,

Shikari Devi, Janjehli Valley, Sangla Valley,

and Bir-Billing have flourished as new tourist

destinations in Himachal. In this context,

Nadaun's historical and religious heritage

and the coastal surroundings of the Beas

River fill it with potential. Within this

context, the heritage value of Garli-

Paragpur and the religious landscape of

Jwalamukhi are added.

In this context, a comprehensive tourism

map should be developed under the

Jwalamukhi Tourism Circuit, encompassing

Nadaun, Garli-Paragpur, and Haripur

Guler. A film city could be established in this

area, focusing on Garli-Paragpur, Haripur

Guler, and the Pong Reservoir. Several

circuits could be developed, linking religious,

heritage, agricultural, and horticultural

areas with the state's major temples. For

example, by creating a temple circuit for

Deotsidh, Chintpurni, Naina Devi,

Chamunda, Kangra, Balasundari, and

Jwalamukhi, various tourist attractions

could be added. By adding a new dimension

to the Balasundari Temple Circuit, pilgrims

will be able to enhance their travel itinerary

by adding the Fossil Park, Shri Renuka

Lake, and Nahan. The Deotsidh Temple

Circuit will develop numerous attractions

and adventure tourism opportunities from

the Bhakra Dam to Una. It goes without

saying that developing each temple circuit

will generate new investment centers and

economic growth. Through these circuits, we

must promote cultural tourism by

incorporating Himachal's culture, music,

and traditional arts. For example, the

Kaleshwar Mahadev Baisakhi festival and

the Lohri festival in Paragpur, under the

Jwalamukhi Temple Circuit, could achieve

national recognition. With the influx of

migrant laborers into Himachal, Chhath

festivals have also begun to be held in places

like Nadaun. In addition to the temple

circuit, with the four-lane projects

underway, creating a highway tourism

circuit could create new destinations and

new investment opportunities throughout

Himachal. Developing a Science City

around Nadaun would be a significant

initiative for school tourism. Similarly, the

potential of artificial dams like Pong, Gobind

Sagar, Kol Dam and natural lakes in the

state will further develop youth tourism

destinations, we just have to strengthen their

base camps and security arrangements.

This lake is not only a symbol of beauty but also a rich hub of biodiversity. It is home to a variety of birds, fish, and aquatic creatures. Loktak

Lake is not only a marvel of nature but also the foundation of life for its people.

Local communities

have been dependent on this lake for centuries to earn their livelihoods. Fishing, farming on phumdis, and using resources through traditional

methods are part of the lifestyle here. A special method of fishing is adopted through a technique called "Athapum," in which phumdis are

arranged in a circular shape. This is not only useful but also very attractive to look at – as if some artistic form has emerged on the water.

Shifting Balance, Growing Concern - Despite its beauty and balance, the lake is facing many challenges. Climate change, increasing pollution,

and human interference are affecting its natural form. The thinning of phumdis, deterioration of water quality, and imbalance of the

ecosystem are gradually disrupting the rhythm of this "dance."

The Sky of World Literature: Pearl Buck, Writer

of the Universal Sorrows and Pains of Women
Pearl Sydenstrikers Buck received the Nobel Prize for Literature in 1938. In addition to the Nobel, she also received the Pulitzer Prize and

several other awards. Let's learn more about her works. Born in West Virginia in 1892, Pearl Sydenstrikers Buck received the Nobel Prize

for Literature in 1938. The fourth of seven children, Pearl's parents were missionaries in China. She spent most of her life there. She said

she thought and spoke in Chinese idioms. She learned Chinese before her mother tongue. In addition to the Nobel, she received the Pulitzer

Prize and several other awards. She taught at three universities in China. She began writing and publishing from a young age. Despite

writing and publishing since childhood, her fame came with "Good Earth," published in 1931. The next parts of her trilogy are "Sons"

(1932) and "A House Divided" (1935). She wrote prolifically (including "The Young Revolutionary," "The Mother," "The Enemy,"

"Kinfolk," "The Exile," "The Patriot," "The Promise," "East Wind West Wind," "This Proud Heart," "The Angry Wife," "The Long

Love," etc.) and founded "Welcome House" in 1949 for mentally retarded children. Her own

daughter, Carol, was mentally retarded. Carol, full name Caroline Grace Buck,

suffered from PKU (phenylketonuria). Pearl Buck's trilogy is the saga

of a farmer's family named Wang in China. In 1937, directors (Sidney

Franklin, Victor Fleming, and Gustav Macht) adapted it into a film

of the same name. The film won two Oscars. Wang, a poor,

illiterate man, lives with his elderly father and marries a

slave from the wealthy Huan House family. His

wife, O Lan, is ugly and hardworking, working like

an animal at her in-laws' house without complaint.

Once considered a human, O Lan gives birth to

three sons, enriching the land and bringing

prosperity to her in-laws. But the husband and wife

remain strangers to each other. The husband grows

richer and richer, buying land and even the house

from which he had brought the slave woman as his

wife. But life is not so simple. Locusts attack Wang's

fields, destroying the standing crops, and the storehouses are

depleted by famine. In a famine, no one belongs to anyone, and

neighbors plunder everything Wang possesses. In a house

shaken by tears, the house is reduced to eating dirt to survive. In the cruelty

of the famine, O Lan strangles her newborn daughter to death. Remember Setha in

Tony Morrison's "Beloved," who kills her daughter to save her from the cruelty of slavery. The

Wang family flees their land and struggles in the south. The granaries there are full of grain. Wang drives a rickshaw,

and the rest of the family survives by begging. Times are never the same. There's a rebellion in the city, and the poor rob the rich. Wang

finds gold, and O Lan also steals a large quantity of gems. They use this to buy a house and land. Wang becomes greedy, seeking fame and

glory. He forms a relationship with a prostitute named Lotus. Lotus, too, is a master swindler, extorting a lot of money from him. Wang

becomes increasingly troubled, consumed by guilt for his actions against his wife. Wang is a complex, realistic character, filled with many

contradictions. While cruel to his wife, Wang loves his sons deeply, educates his eldest son, and cares for his elderly father, uncle, and the

elderly uncle's children. He is kind to the farmhands and has a good relationship with his neighbor Ching. Pearl Buck has created a

character endowed with all the qualities of a traditional landowner. Over time, his father, wife, and neighbors die. His son has no interest in

the land. 'Good Earth' - The Saga of Man - 'Good Earth' is a timeless, universal work. The saga of man. The cycle of life continues like this

in all times and all places. Caught in circumstances, man does everything. Good deeds, bad deeds, everything. Life doesn't flow smoothly;

it fluctuates. Despite guilt, man continues to commit evil, wrong, moral, and immoral acts. But this novel carries another story, Pearl Buck's

personal experience. In 'Good Earth', there is an unnamed child, mentally underdeveloped, a source of grief, pity, and irritation for Wang.

The always smiling girl laughs when her father makes eye contact, and his father is overjoyed. He hopes to hear a word from the child. She

never calls him "Da Da." Wang's patience begins to wane, his hope turns to despair. With this, Wang's view of his daughter changes. The

child is unable to speak. Incapable of doing anything. She has to be fed, exposed to the sun, protected from cold, heat, and rain. She is

completely dependent. He has to worry about this child all the time. So naive that when everyone is crying, she keeps laughing. As she grows

a little older, she remains emotionless, doing the same thing, folding and unfolding a single piece of clothing for hours. She doesn't care if

someone comes or goes, whether they live or die, and she has no reaction. Thankfully, she recognizes her parents, but she can't communicate

with them, nor can they speak or hear anything from her. Wang's anger and irritation towards her grows day by day. Wang, helpless

toward the child, vents her frustration in various ways. Perhaps Pearl Buck is portraying her husband, but with great sympathy. Her

husband refused to pay for the treatment of the stunted child.   He flatly refused. But mother Pearl Buck could not leave the child to die; she

divorced her husband. A character in the novel says, "Such people should not live." Critics consider this child a symbol of helpless humanity.

Pearl Buck, America's first female writer and the fourth woman to receive the Nobel Prize, would have achieved lasting fame even if she

had written only "Good Earth."
