A ceasefire
in jeopardy

Both sides must understand that a ceasefire
is essential not only for themselves or West
Asia, but for the entire world. The global
economy is facing a deep crisis due to the
blockage of the Strait of Hormuz. The US-
Iran ceasefire is in jeopardy due to Israeli
attacks. The closure of the Strait of Hormuz
poses a crisis to the global economy.
Pakistan's mediation has failed, a credible
solution is needed. It is disappointing and
worrying that the ceasefire agreed between
the US and Iran after 40 days of fighting
appears to be falling apart even before it can
be implemented. This is because Israeli
attacks in Lebanon have not stopped. Israel
says that stopping attacks on Lebanon was
not part of the ceasefire agreement. The US
also says the same, but Iran disagrees and
has backed out from opening the Strait of
Hormuz. It is clear that if Israel's attacks on
Lebanon continue, the ceasefire agreed
upon through Pakistan's alleged mediation,
which brought a sigh of relief to the world,
will not be implemented. Its chances of
implementation appear slimmer because
Iran is targeting Gulf countries in response
to Israel's attacks on Lebanon, and the US
is threateningly declaring its forces ready to
attack Iran if the ceasefire is not
implemented. The tenuous state of the
ceasefire is also evident from the fact that
the Iranian delegation scheduled to arrive
in Islamabad for talks is currently
undecided. Amidst all this, the US and Iran
are making differing claims regarding the
terms on which the ceasefire was agreed.
Both sides are accusing each other of
misunderstanding their intentions. This
happens when distrust is at its peak and
opposing sides are filled with suspicion of
each other. One reason for this uncertainty
is Pakistan's alleged mediation. It is now
clear that Pakistan was acting as a
messenger, not a mediator. It seems they
failed to do even this task properly, or in
their haste to become a peacemaker, they
erred in communicating messages to each
other, or deliberately exchanged messages
that were misleading. It is difficult to
understand why the US chose Pakistan as
its agent, as it has no contact with Israel and
Iran does not trust it very much. If the US
and Iran truly want to resolve their disputes
through a ceasefire and negotiations, they
must select a reliable mediator with some
credibility. Both sides must understand that
a ceasefire is essential not only for them and
West Asia, but for the entire world. The
global economy is facing a severe crisis due
to the blockage of the Strait of Hormuz. The
energy crisis resulting from this closure is
affecting industries worldwide.

Voting rights cannot be taken away.

This is a question of the fundamental right of every citizen of India—the right to vote. No one can take it away or postpone it. Postponement
means that it doesn't matter, you can vote in the elections after five years. No, this is completely wrong, unconstitutional, and undemocratic.
But this has happened in West Bengal, and it has caused panic. People are afraid and apprehensive that their citizenship will eventually be
revoked! The Election Commission has conducted Special Intensive Revision (SIR) in several states and union territories. Indeed, it caused
a storm in Bihar, and attempts were made to make it a political, electoral issue, but they failed. The elections were completed, and the BJP-
NDA government remained in power. In Bengal, even after the '"logical discrepancy category'' process, the names of more than 27.16 lakh
voters were deleted. A total of more than 90.83 lakh names have been deleted. Were all of them infiltrators or fake voters? Why has the
Commission not clarified this to date? Leaving aside the figures of those who have died, this is no ordinary figure. So many people have been
deprived of their right to vote. The Election Commission has no constitutional power to deprive them of their right to vote. If millions of
names have been deleted, they must also provide details, as this is a matter of fundamental rights. This figure exceeds the total number of
voters in four Lok Sabha seats. Consequently, only 67,554,184 voters will be able to vote in this assembly election. Before the SIR, the
number of voters in Bengal was over 76.6 million. In the 2024 Lok Sabha elections, there were also over 76.1 million eligible voters. The more
than 27.16 lakh voters whose names are pending or are still doubtful will definitely not be able to exercise their right to vote in the elections
on April 23 and 29, as the voter lists have been frozen after the nomination process has concluded. Meaning, no amendments can be made
to them now. Although these millions of voters can file their complaints and objections with the tribunals, the tribunals themselves are
crippled. They lack rooms, chairs, tables, or digital network facilities. Many of the judicial committees that were supposed to investigate
voter cases, as ordered by the Supreme Court, haven't even been formed. Who will provide "justice' to voters, and how? Suppose, after
examining cases of logical discrepancies, 1 million names are found to be correct and the Election Commission publishes a supplementary
voter list, who will allow them to vote? Have election officials been given instructions regarding the ''supplementary list''? How will they be
able to vote when the voter lists have been frozen? How will even eligible voters be able to vote? In this context, Supreme Court Justice
Bagchi's decision does not seem ''constitutional.'' He stated that such voters can find a place in future voter lists and exercise their right to
vote in future elections. Of course, we can't question the judge's decision, but we must question who gave us the right to vote every five years?
The right to vote is eternal, everlasting, and continuous. Whenever elections are held, citizens have the constitutional right to choose their
representatives. Of course, the SIR falls within the Election Commission's constitutional responsibilities, but it should not prove anti-people.
In Bengal, 75-80 percent of Muslim names have been deleted, and some Hindus and non-Muslims have also been targeted, in order to
present a facade of neutrality. The question is: why are the family members of the person who created beautiful, cultural images within the
Constitution not considered 'voters''? Why is the name of a passport holder missing from the list? Why is a BSF soldier protecting the
country on the borders not considered an eligible voter? Countless such discrepancies still exist. Why is a delegation mistreated if they go to
meet the Chief Election Commissioner? Is he actually ''His Excellency''? However, these issues should be addressed. It is hoped that the
assembly elections in various states will be held peacefully.

West Asia Crisis: Trump Trapped

Trump, deeply embroiled in the West Asia crisis, deserves no sympathy because he acted arbitrarily. Iran, facing US and Israeli attacks, is
garnering sympathy from much of the world. However, if the US and Israel act arbitrarily, Iran is no stranger to blame. Trump's Iran policy
deepened the crisis in West Asia. Iran's military capabilities challenged the US and Israel.

He failed to realize that Iran would make Iran
sweat by attacking neighboring countries and blocking the Strait of Hormuz. It is now truly capable of doing so, and Trump is at a loss for
how to get out of this war. On the one hand, he boasts of being the most powerful ruler and world policymaker, while on the other, he has
exposed his weakness by granting Iran extension after extension to open the Strait of Hormuz. If his military is so powerful, why isn't Iran's
lethality diminishing? It is launching missiles that have stunned both the US and Israel. Trump sometimes threatens to send Iran back to the
Stone Age, and sometimes initiates peace talks with it. Trump's proposal for peace talks with Iran has not only been rejected but also
ridiculed. Iran is also issuing counter-threats. When he launched his attack on Iran, Trump stated that he intended to eliminate Iran's
nuclear weapons capability through regime change. There is no sign of a regime change in Iran, even though several senior military officials,
including its Supreme Leader Khamenei, have been killed. It's also difficult to say that its nuclear plants have been so severely damaged by
US and Israeli attacks that it will never again be able to develop nuclear weapons. Trump, who uses his tariff policy as a stick to drive the
world, is neither able to protect the Gulf countries from Iranian attacks nor persuade his allies, even NATO members, to support him in this
war. His allies are also reluctant to cooperate because, not long ago, he threatened to annex Greenland. Iran has dispelled the atmosphere
that the world will be as Trump wishes, and that other countries will have to bow to his stubbornness. Trump has been claiming that he is the
President of Peace and has prevented seven or eight wars, but he has no answer for why he couldn't stop the Russia-Ukraine war, the very
thing he practiced the most. As a self-proclaimed messiah of peace, he claims to be worthy of the Nobel Prize and laments his failure to receive
it, but overall, he has only destabilized and disturbed the world. He is accustomed to treating his adversaries even worse than his allies.
Trump wants the whole world to salute him, but he resorts to bullying and threats to achieve this. For this reason, he is not and cannot be
worthy of respect and honor. Trump is an unreliable and chaotic ruler, adept at going back on his word, acting arbitrarily, and lying. He
pretends to have the solution to every problem in the world, but the West Asia crisis has become a thorn in his side. How frustrated he is by
this was evident from his abusive posts from the past few days. His language was a bit like this dialogue from a Hindi movie: ''Dog, bastard,
I will drink your blood." Trump, deeply embroiled in the West Asian crisis, deserves no sympathy because he acted arbitrarily. Iran is
gaining sympathy from a large part of the world as it struggles with US and Israeli attacks. But if the US and Israel act arbitrarily, Iran is no
stranger to blame. The regime there is tyrannical and brutal toward its own people. It has killed thousands of its own people. It is deeply
obsessed with wiping Israel off the world map. If Iran develops nuclear weapons, it will not only pose a serious threat to Israel's existence, but
will also bully everyone in West Asia, and will openly support terrorist organizations like Hamas and Hezbollah. Whenever and however the
West Asia crisis is resolved, the US President is currently in a tight spot there and there is no need to make a film like 'Fas Gaye Re Trump'
on him, because he himself has become a walking comedy.

West Asia - Peace Without a Solution

The roots of this conflict lie in long-standing concerns about Iran's nuclear program and its regional influence. Israel considered this a threat to its existence and justified military action
aimed at weakening its nuclear capabilities. The US has consistently stood by this strategy, especially strongly during the Trump era. Its overarching goal was to weaken or even replace
Iran's Islamic system. It was assumed that external military pressure would incite discontent within Iran, leading to a public uprising against the government. Contrary to this assumption,
the attacks created a kind of unity within Iranian society, and people rallied behind the government. The failure of the war to meet expectations forced the US to reconsider its strategy.
Iran's nuclear capability was not destroyed, its political system remained intact, and its military power was not decisively weakened. As the conflict dragged on, the costs to the US
increased, not only economic but also political. The upcoming midterm elections in the US made the situation even more sensitive. It became necessary for the Trump administration to exit
a war that was not popular domestically. Even among Trump's supporters, there was growing unease about this war. Furthermore, threats to attack Iranian civilian infrastructure have
sparked debate about war crimes internationally, weakening America's moral standing. In the current environment, a ceasefire appears more like a strategic necessity than a diplomatic
breakthrough. The emerging role of Pakistan and China in this process also reflects a shift in the balance of power in global politics. Pakistan's emergence as a mediator is noteworthy.
China's role demonstrates its not only economic power but also diplomatic influence. The Strait of Hormuz has emerged as a key aspect of this development. Approximately 20 percent of
the world's energy resources are transported through this route. If Iran maintains effective control over this route even after a ceasefire, it would be a major shift in the global balance of
power. Even if this control is not formally declared, if ships are monitored or operated under Iranian conditions, it would strengthen its strategic position. It is possible that Iran may impose
tariffs on ships passing through the Strait of Hormuz, which would have a direct impact on the global oil market.
