Trump no longer wants war!
About two and a half hours before the

ceasefire was to expire, President Trump

announced an "indefinite ceasefire." The

ceasefire will continue until negotiations

between the US and Iran are held. Iran, on

the other hand, remains firm on its demand

and condition that no talks will take place

until the blockade of the Strait of Hormuz

and Iranian ports is lifted. Iran has also

questioned the duplicitous role of Pakistan,

the "postman." Indeed, Iran no longer

trusts Pakistan to even act as a neutral

messenger. US intelligence agencies have also

reported that Pakistan's Field Marshal,

General Munir, could betray the US. He was

very close to the assassinated Iranian

General Soleimani and still maintains good

relations with IRGC commanders. However,

the US President's language has changed

significantly. He no longer makes statements

like sending Iran back to the "Stone Age"

and destroying civilization. Trump is now

making fewer statements about destruction

and devastation. The focus of the war

between President Trump and Iran has

shifted to the Strait of Hormuz. The US

blockade will continue, but Iranian forces

are attacking container ships. Iran has also

attacked three ships and seized two, one of

which was due to arrive at the Indian port

of Mundra, Gujarat. The US's massive navy

has failed to harm Iran, or it is now being

lenient. The issue of Iran's nuclear program

and the approximately 440 kg of enriched

uranium is far behind. Indian defense

experts claim that the US will eventually give

Iran a 20-year grace period to continue its

nuclear program. After that, Iran will have

to dismantle it and hand it over to the US.

Who saw 20 years? Neither we will be there,

nor Trump will certainly be in such a

position. A decision to postpone the issue

may be made. Reducing Iran's missile range

or limiting them to ballistic missiles is no

longer a focus. In fact, President Trump now

wants to get out of the war. He has been given

reports that between 50% and 20% of

THAAD, Patriot, and precision, "SM"-

class, high-end missiles have been used in the

war. If a conflict arises with a country like

China, the US will be incapable and helpless

even for a few days of fighting. Sufficient

production of these missiles could take 3-5

years. Furthermore, President Trump's

acceptance rate within the US itself is only

30-32%. There is widespread anger and

resentment against him in Parliament and

among the public. Midterm elections are

scheduled for November 7th, for which the

candidate selection process is scheduled to

begin in May. In such a situation, Trump's

compulsion regarding a ceasefire is

understandable, but the question facing

President Trump is: what will he tell

America: did he win the war or did he have

to leave it incomplete? In either case, he will

be questioned and humiliated. However,

numerous efforts are being made to end the

war and open the Strait of Hormuz for safe

navigation. India's Defense Minister

Rajnath Singh has also made an important

statement that India can now mediate. Prime

Minister Modi has spoken with the leaders

of both countries. The rest of the world also

wants India to play this role. The war must

end at any cost. The war has caused a loss

of more than $50 billion in oil. With the

efforts of France and Britain, 30 countries

are jointly discussing the opening of the

Strait of Hormuz. However, Iran continues

to threaten to attack waterworks, power

plants, and oil and gas facilities in the Gulf

countries and Israel. Nearly 150,000 US

troops and large warships are also present

surrounding Iran. Can the war end even

under such circumstances? It has often been

observed that war only causes losses to both

sides, so engaging in war is considered

unwise. This war, too, must end as soon as

possible.
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A School of Learning: The elderly are not just

After booking an LPG cylinder, you need a DAC number when receiving delivery. However, if you don't receive this DAC number, do you know where you can complain? While many

countries are facing LPG gas and petrol-diesel shortages due to the ongoing

tensions in the Middle East, this is not the case in India. The Indian government

has clarified that there is no shortage of anything in the country, from LPG

gas to petrol-diesel. While the government has admitted that it is taking longer

than before for gas cylinders to reach people, everyone is receiving them.

Furthermore, the government has made the DAC number mandatory for gas

cylinder delivery. However, if you don't receive your DAC number at the time

of booking, will you not receive your gas cylinder?

Read some highlights from the conversation: "I jumped with joy" - A few years ago, I worked on a

song for a foundation, which was directed by Nagraj Mungale. We had a brief conversation during that time, and

ever since, I've had a deep desire to work with him again. When I learned he was directing "Matka King," I had no

reason to say no. I felt it would be a great collaboration, a chance to work with a great cast and crew. There are

some projects where you're already confident that this production house will create something interesting. If you look

at Aditi Roy's work, she has always done different and interesting projects. To be honest, my reaction was that, I jumped

with joy. In the series "I Want to Live in the 50s- 90s," we've depicted the 60s. I feel that people enjoyed life more during

that era. Life was a little more laid-back, but at the same time, the quality was very good. That era was also quite

fashionable. I was truly amazed by the costumes; people wore velvet-like fabrics, which felt so royal and elegant. If I were

asked a few years ago what era I would like to teleport to, I would probably name a historical era. But now, if you ask

me, I would say I would like to go back to the period between the 50s and the 90s. I find that time extremely beautiful, stylish, and close to my heart. OTT, theater, and film—all three

mediums have their own challenges. Nowadays, the life of an actor has become more challenging than ever, as we are working on multiple projects simultaneously. For example, it often

happens with me that I'm doing a Marathi film while simultaneously working on another project. Sometimes, dates are scattered, so you have to join a project in between. As an actor, it

becomes a little difficult to get back into the same character. For me, the first four to five days on every new set are very restless. I think this is my process: gradually immersing myself in the

character. In comparison, web series are a little more challenging because you have to take breaks and then return to the character. In films, you're constantly with the character, constantly

shooting every day, maintaining the same flow. Theatre is a completely different world. Everything happens live, requiring a different kind of energy and discipline. I believe acting doesn't

have a set formula; it's a free-flowing art. All three mediums have their own challenges, but all three are beautiful and satisfying platforms for acting. The real sentiment behind "Pan India"

is to reach an audience. I want to look at the term "Pan India" from an actor's perspective. When an actor talks about "Pan India" or aspires to it, the underlying sentiment is that they

shouldn't be limited to a single region. Every actor, deep down, wants as many people as possible to see their work and notice their performance. That's the true spirit behind the term. But

there's another truth behind it: it's a numbers game. If your project doesn't reach people or doesn't work, it doesn't get the recognition it deserves. I believe that when these two things—

good work and audience reach—come together, that's when we can call it pan-India. But ultimately, every actor's desire is for as many people as possible to see their work; that's the true

spirit behind the term pan-India. "To avoid typecasting, you have to say no." Avoiding typecasting is a difficult path. An actor often has to wait for something different and challenging to

be offered. I also understand the other side of the industry: when an actor has proven themselves in a particular type of role, casting them in that type of role is considered a safe bet. But

I believe there's a need to take a little risk now. Actors should be reimagined, viewed from a new perspective, and given opportunities to play diverse roles. I've experienced typecasting

myself. The only way to avoid it is to say no to similar roles. This decision isn't easy, though. This journey can sometimes be challenging mentally, professionally, and financially. But if you

want to achieve something different in your career, it's essential to take this step. "Becoming a public figure diminishes personal space," such moments occur almost daily, especially on

social media. We've said this many times.
