Road
The safety measures for ordinary citizens are

so lax that vehicles are falling directly into

ditches. While the recent spate of road

accidents may reveal the true nature of

human error, negligence in road

construction has also proven to be quite

detrimental. A tree that fell on a vehicle in

Aani killed four teachers returning from

school. Why not consider the forest itself a

killer in this journey? A yearly tally of the

Forest Department's rigid laws and work

patterns reveals the sheer number of

murderous trees standing along roadsides,

where the law's naked charade results in

death. We've certainly made it difficult to

violate forest laws, but that doesn't mean

some deadly trees should continue to be a

monster against roads, settlements, and

every aspect of life. If the Aani tree proves

to be a killer, who should we seek justice

from? It's not about compensation, but

about uprooting lives. Our forests are where

life flows. Every year, countless trees collapse

along the roadsides, causing damage due to

various reasons, yet there is no plan in place

to protect life and property from such

hazards. Even if trees break or die, the

department takes years to remove them. In

such a situation, if bent, dead, or standing

trees on the slopes or in the middle of the

road are not removed, a disaster like the one

in the forest could spread everywhere. The

forest department is not the only one

responsible for the life-threatening problems

on the roads, but electricity poles and water

supply pipes are equally responsible. Now,

even road repairs are becoming a hazard.

Construction materials, vehicle parking, and

piles of debris are creating traffic hazards.

Even though the Honorable High Court

directed the Public Works Department to

remove rain debris, the roads are still choked

with it. Speed ??limit controls and technical

engineering flaws are also being ignored. As

a result, speed, overtaking, and the rush to

overtake are evident in almost every fatality.

Drivers' lack of driving skills suited to

mountain conditions is also a major factor,

but Himachal Pradesh is still lagging behind

in spreading this message through

campaigns during the tourist season. The

dangerous turns at Dhaliara, on the

Chintpurni-Dehra route, have become a

source of screaming and shouting, yet

neither engineering nor driving safety

measures have been developed. Along with

driving, physical fitness and driver health

are also essential. If health check-ups for

drivers were organized or their fitness was

regularly tested on the roads, at least

incidents like the one in Nurpur could have

been avoided. A heart attack suffered by the

driver on a private bus traveling from

Chamba to Una endangered the lives of

passengers. Thankfully, the injured

passengers survived, otherwise the journey

could have been tragic. Needless to say, the

increasing traffic on Himachal's roads is

increasing the dangers of travel. In the race

for vehicles, the fitness of everyone from

drivers to roads is crucial, and traffic

management will now require every aspect

of passenger safety. Every accident provides

only a sting and a thousand lessons, but the

system remains the same.
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Tamil Nadu: After 59 years, state politics has broken away from

two Dravidian pillars, with the rise of TVK's "Vijay" (Vijay).

If a

common person receives a call from a police station, they become even more

nervous. If the police call you to the police station, instead of panicking, exercise

restraint and politely ask the reason for the call. According to the legal provisions

of the Indian Penal Code, the police cannot summon any citizen at will; they

must follow a set and proper procedure for summoning anyone to the police station.

The law clearly states that you cannot be forced to come to the police station without

any solid basis or official written notice. Therefore, understand your rights,

because only your awareness can protect you from any kind of mental pressure or

harassment. In this article, let's understand what rights you have if the

police call you. What should you do first? Ask the police officer over the phone

whether you are being summoned as a witness or an accused. Under Section 160

of the CrPC, a written notice is required for summoning anyone; a phone call is not

considered a legally binding order. If the police send a notice, ensure it includes the

case number and the signature of the relevant officer. Your rights regarding

going to the police station: If the police summon you through a notice, speak to

your lawyer first. You have the right to go to the police station with your lawyer,

especially if the case is serious. Women cannot be summoned to the police station

before 6 a.m. and after 6 p.m. Keep these things in mind during interrogation: Under

Article 20(3) of the Indian Constitution, you cannot be forced to testify against yourself. Don't sign any blank paper or written statement unless you fully understand it. Cooperate with the

police but remain firm in your rights. If you encounter any misconduct, complain to higher authorities. How to obtain legal assistance? Before going to the police station, speak with a

trusted lawyer to better understand your legal situation. If the police continue to pressure you without notice, you can file a written complaint with the relevant DCP or SP. If you don't have

a lawyer, you can seek free legal assistance from the District Legal Services Authority.
