Wholesale Inflation
Wholesale inflation rose to 8.30 percent in

April, up from 3.88 percent in March. This

is the highest inflation rate in 42 months.

Experts believe that the inflation rate in May

could exceed 9 percent. According to the

Reserve Bank of India's maximum inflation

limit, inflation should remain below 6

percent, but now the outlook is 9-10 percent.

The economy will undoubtedly be affected.

Fiscal, fiscal, and current account deficits

could widen. The burden of EMIs and

interest rates will increase for the average

consumer. In a country where leaders, chief

ministers, central ministers, and governors

are seen riding bicycles, bullet trains, e-

rickshaws, and trains, mocking the

country's economic crisis and disregarding

the Prime Minister's call, inflation is not a

concern for them, but it is a matter of

survival and death for the common man.

Leaders should stop their "theatrics,"

because their actions will not resolve the

crisis. If security isn't a sensitive issue and

the crisis is severe, then ministers should

walk. This scenario is ridiculous. Even the

Prime Minister's economic advisors don't

consider it a cause for panic or concern.

However, this inflation isn't solely a result of

the Iran war. Rising crude oil prices are

certainly a significant factor, but there are

other anomalies that have contributed to

such a surge in wholesale inflation. If

wholesale inflation is this severe, retail

inflation could eventually breach its normal

limits. Consequently, the common man will

be hard-pressed. More than 90% of the

country's workforce is unorganized,

including laborers, farmers, daily wage

earners, temporary contract workers, and

countless child laborers. How can a

household, which earns an average of

10,000-12,000 rupees a month, afford a

cooking gas cylinder that costs 3,000-3,500

rupees? Cylinders are being sold at this

price in the black market. Can the "black

market" function without government

protection? This is truly a subject for

research. This will also expose the

inconsistencies of "Ujjwala." Where is the

war and energy crisis? A large gas cylinder

has become more expensive by 1,300 rupees.

Imported pulses have become more

expensive by 35 percent, edible oil by 15

rupees, dry fruits by 80 percent, and milk

by 2-5 rupees per liter. Petrol and diesel

prices have been increased by 3 rupees per

liter. Rice, sugar, flour, wheat, eggs, meat,

fish, etc. are also selling more expensive.

Why has the government banned sugar

exports? Exports have already collapsed. Of

course, prices of onions, tomatoes, and

potatoes are stable. Manufacturing products

have become more expensive by 4.62

percent. This sector has a 64 percent market

share and also has the highest employment

at the micro-level. CNG has been made

more expensive by 2 rupees in Mumbai,

where more than 1.2 million vehicles use

CNG. Economists believe that the inflation

rate for the common man is not 8-9 percent,

but 30-40 percent, because his income is

extremely limited and he is vulnerable to the

black market. In this context, Reserve Bank

Governor Sanjay Malhotra has warned that

if the Middle East crisis remains unresolved,

inflation will rise further. Shortages of oil,

gas, and fertilizer will worsen. Experts

believe the government is hiding something

because India lacks the charisma to remain

unaffected by the Iran war. Retail prices of

petrol and diesel should not be raised for

long. How long will the government and oil

companies continue to suffer losses? The

country already has a debt of over 200 lakh

crore rupees. However, gold is being

discussed a lot these days. It is also a factor

in inflation, and the price of 10 grams of gold

has risen to over 1.55 lakh rupees. A report

revealed that our MPs possess 710 kg of gold.

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 The Challenge of Saving Foreign Exchange
Due to the global oil crisis, gold imports, and Indian spending abroad, India is facing the challenge of saving foreign exchange. Prime

Minister Modi has appealed for fuel savings, reduced foreign travel, and avoided gold purchases. He also emphasized road congestion and

alternatives to imported goods. Challenges from the Global Oil Crisis and Gold Imports. PM Modi has appealed for fuel savings, reduced

foreign travel, and emphasized road congestion and alternatives to imported goods. The global gas and oil crisis, caused by the blockage of

the Hormuz Sea Route for two and a half months due to the war between the US, Israel, and Iran, continues. This has impacted the entire

world, including India. India used to receive a large supply of oil and gas through the Strait of Hormuz. This supply has declined significantly

over the past two and a half months. Some ships carrying oil and gas are still crossing the Strait of Hormuz and returning to India. It is a

different matter that no serious petroleum crisis has arisen in India so far. The Indian government deserves praise for its effective response

to the global oil and gas crisis. While many countries increased petrol and diesel prices just days after the Strait of Hormuz was blocked,

India increased prices after about 75 days, and at a much lower rate than other countries. This was necessary because oil companies were

incurring mounting losses. Whenever there is a global shortage of any commodity, its prices rise. If the West Asia crisis is not resolved,

petroleum prices could rise further, increasing the import bill. In light of this, Prime Minister Modi recently appealed to Indians to conserve

petrol and diesel, reduce foreign travel, work from home, and refrain from purchasing gold for at least a year. It is well known that ordinary

Indians prioritize gold as a safe investment. Currently, Indians possess the largest amount of gold in any country in the world. According to

one estimate, approximately 40,000 tons of gold is held in Indian homes. Since India produces very little gold, it is imported. Last year, India

purchased approximately $72 billion worth of gold. The weakening of the rupee against the dollar is leading to a significant increase in

foreign exchange consumption for gold imports. Since very few Indians pledge their gold to banks to obtain funds, it remains a dead

investment. The desire among Indians to buy and store gold at home is believed to be due to their lack of trust in the banking system and the

stock market. It's also undeniable that many people invest their ill-gotten wealth in gold. Given the Indian public's special fascination with

gold, the government should consider the reasons behind this lack of trust in the banking system and the stock market. The largest foreign

exchange consumption is for petroleum imports. This is due to the rapid economic growth, but the fact is that vehicles in India probably

have the lowest mileage. Indian vehicles travel the least distance per liter of petrol or diesel. The reason for this is the poor infrastructure of

our roads and their poor design. The remaining drawback is compounded by traffic jams caused by encroachment on roads. Frequent jams

also occur at toll plazas. This leads to the wastage of millions of liters of petroleum products. It's not that the problems that cause traffic jams

or slow vehicle movement cannot be overcome, but the political and social will required to do so is severely lacking. Forget about major

cities, even small towns experience traffic jams, sometimes for hours, yet neither the central government, nor state governments, nor their

local bodies seem to care. Following the Prime Minister's appeal, many leaders have reduced their car fleets or are traveling by motorcycle

or metro. Such steps are good for encouraging people, but any substantial reduction in fuel consumption will only come from addressing the

problem of traffic jams. Recently, Road Transport Minister Nitin Gadkari stated that if the MCD toll plazas in Delhi were completely

electronic, it would not only reduce pollution but also save fuel by eliminating traffic jams. Like Delhi, there are countless other cities in the

country with toll plazas and traffic-constraining chokepoints, which waste billions of rupees worth of fuel. Government departments must

recognize that eliminating traffic jams can save billions of rupees in fuel. This will also save foreign exchange. Since road encroachment is

common in our country, it leads to traffic jams, and when traffic jams occur, fuel is wasted. Road encroachment has become a social problem

in our country. There is a lack of political and administrative will to address this problem. Our bureaucracy rarely seriously considers long-

term solutions to the problem. India has a large population whose economic prosperity can be compared to many European countries.

Today, this affluent population is unlikely to exhibit frugality. The government would be better off considering how to create options that

can help this segment of society save foreign exchange. Perhaps only then can they avoid the accusation of unnecessary spending. Many

Indians travel abroad for travel or shopping, and a significant portion of this includes foreigners.  Currency is spent. Furthermore, there is

a significant purchase of electronics and other imported goods in the country.

Bhojshala is a temple
The Indore High Court declared Bhojshala in Dhar a Hindu temple, cancelling the ASI order that permitted Friday prayers and Tuesday

prayers. The court asked the Muslim side to request separate land for a mosque, a decision reminiscent of the Ayodhya case. The Indore

High Court recognized Bhojshala as a Hindu temple. The ASI's order regarding prayer and worship was canceled. The Muslim side was

asked to request separate land for a mosque. In the Bhojshala Temple-Kamal Maula Mosque case in Dhar, Madhya Pradesh, the Indore

High Court's decision, which concluded that the Bhojshala complex was a Hindu temple, is not surprising. In its decision, the High Court

canceled the Archaeological Survey of India (ASI) order directing Friday prayers and Tuesday prayers at the Bhojshala complex. The High

Court also asked the Muslim community to request separate land from the government for a mosque. This decision is reminiscent of the

Supreme Court's historic decision in the Ayodhya case. The Indore High Court's decision should not surprise anyone, as it is no secret that

the descendants of King Bhoj of the Parmar dynasty built a temple dedicated to Goddess Vagdevi, also known as Goddess Saraswati, within

the Bhojshala complex. It was once a major center of Sanskrit learning. Evidence of this religious site being a temple was clearly inscribed on

the walls of the so-called Kamal Maula Mosque, even more so than in Ayodhya. The Indore High Court was able to deliver its verdict on this

disputed site because it is an ASI-protected monument under the 1958 Act. Otherwise, the status quo at this site would have been maintained

under the Religious Places Act of 1991. Unfortunately, this discriminatory act prevents resolution of other cases like the Dhar case, and as a

result, disputes arise from time to time, negatively impacting communal harmony. It is fortunate that the High Court's decision in the Dhar

case did not lead to any communal unrest, but it is certain that this decision will be challenged in the Supreme Court. Whatever the Supreme

Court's decision in this matter, it should not be overlooked that there are countless such cases. The Religious Places Act, which hinders their

resolution, has also been challenged. It would be appropriate for the Supreme Court to expedite the disposal of the petitions filed against this

Act. It would also be appropriate for the parties concerned, namely Hindus and Muslims, to resolve disputed religious sites through mutual

consent. This would promote harmony between them. This will only be possible when the Muslim side accepts the reality that invaders like

Ghaznavi, Ghori, Khilji, Babur, and Aurangzeb not only destroyed hundreds of temples but also built mosques from their ruins. This was

not only done in Ayodhya and Dhar, but also in Varanasi, Mathura, Sambhal, and Jaunpur, among countless other places.
