Is India a leading economy?
Eminent economist Surjit Bhalla has served

on Prime Minister Modi's Economic

Advisory Council and served as Executive

Director at the International Monetary

Fund. Therefore, the indicators of the Indian

economy he describes are not merely

criticisms of the government, but also serious

questions. He raises the paradox that the

BJP is at the "climax" of its political career.

While the Bengal electoral victory is

certainly historic, it is losing on the economic

front. The country's economy is weak and

low. There is no guarantee that it will not

fall into the "lowest" category. According to

economist Bhalla, India ranks 9th in terms

of GDP growth, 8th in per capita GDP

growth, and 16th in terms of per capita

growth in dollar terms. Bangladesh ranks

first with 8.3 percent annual per capita

growth. Ethiopia, a country of war-torn and

sunburned faces, is in second place with 7.2

percent GDP growth. India's per capita

growth in US dollars is 4.7%, ranking it

16th. Based on Dr. Bhalla's data, it's natural

to question whether India is a "major

economy" or still a "fragile economy." The

renowned economist's primary concern is

the decline in private and foreign investment

(averaging 32%) and the continued

devaluation of the rupee over the past seven

years. Exports have also declined

significantly. Another analysis comes from

Professor Santosh Mehrotra, also an

internationally renowned development

economist. During 2009-14, he served as

Director General (equivalent to a Secretary

in the Government of India) of the Institute

of Applied Human Resource Research in the

Planning Commission. He is still a visiting

professor of economics at several

universities, including Britain and Moscow.

Professor Mehrotra has conducted a

research analysis that shows that

approximately 121 million young people in

India are neither studying nor working. Of

these, approximately 80 million youth cite

agriculture as their occupation, which is

their ancestral work. Such widespread

youth labor is being wasted because they are

unemployed. This is a shameful and ironic

situation for the country. According to

Professor Mehrotra, the unemployment rate

has tripled between 2012 and 2025.

Regardless of what the government claims,

the retail inflation rate has also crossed 5%

and will continue to rise rapidly. It is an irony

of the country's system that the incomes of

workers, daily wage earners, and self-

employed individuals have not increased in

the current times. How will these sections be

able to cope with inflation? In fact, another

economic paradox is that Prime Minister

Modi has just returned from a five-nation

tour. During this period, 57 agreements were

signed with India. The Prime Minister also

met with more than 50 global CEOs. Today,

the Indian market and economy are at the

center of the European Union. A prime

example of this is the signing of a Free Trade

Agreement between India and the

European Union in January 2026. This was

not the case during the Cold War. India did

not have close, strategic, and cordial relations

with the West because we made decisions

based on the defense and economic policies

of the then-Soviet Union. Today, India's

export market and strategic partnerships

with Europe in areas such as capital,

advanced technology, green energy, AI,

semiconductor chips, defense,

infrastructure, culture, intelligence sharing,

and investment have made India a pivot. If

European countries have signed so many

agreements with India, India will be

economically empowered and have a large

market! Today, countries like France,

Germany, the Netherlands, and the Nordic

countries are also developing close and deep

strategic ties with India, demonstrating

India's all-round strength. Europe is also

partnering with India to mitigate.

Issue: The right initiative in Nicobar will further

enhance India's strategic hub in the Indo-Pacific region.
In light of China's growing ambitions in the Indian Ocean, the strategic hub in Car Nicobar will further enhance India's influence in the

I n d o - P a c i f i c region. Just as the

Himalayas stand as sentinels on India's

n o r t h e a s t e r n borders, the Andaman and

Car Nicobar Islands lie in the Bay of

Bengal in the southern Indian Ocean.

This group of 36 islands, located 1,200-1,400

kilometers from the Indian mainland, has 30

inhabited islands. This island group is located

at the confluence of the South China Ocean

and the Indian Ocean. Car Nicobar is only

160 kilometers from the Strait of Malacca,

so all ships passing through it are monitored

from here. Thus, the Car Nicobar Islands

hold strategic importance, similar to the

Strait of Hormuz. Recognizing this

importance, the Indian government

launched the ambitious $10 billion Great

Nicobar Project in 2001 to develop the

Andaman and Car Nicobar Islands for

maritime security and for shipping and trade

between India and other countries. This is being seen as a game-changer in the Indian and Pacific Ocean regions, as the countries surrounding

the Strait of Malacca carry their imports and exports through this route. In particular, 80 percent of China's oil and gas imports from Arab

countries pass through the Strait of Hormuz. Currently, Indian cargo ships must transit cargo through Singapore and Colombo, but with

the development of facilities in the Nicobar Islands, Indian ships will no longer have to rely on foreign ports. From a strategic perspective,

establishing a strong military base in the Nicobar Islands is a good step. This will enable India to fully monitor maritime traffic passing

through this region and protect its cargo ships. China is seeking to establish its control over the entire Indian Ocean. India has also established

bases in Sabang, Indonesia, and the port of Jhanki in Singapore under a policy called the Necklace of Diamonds to secure its maritime

traffic. The Andaman and Nicobar Islands lacked adequate military support to monitor China's activities in the Indian Ocean and to use

military force if necessary. Therefore, to strengthen the strategic security of the Andaman and Nicobar Islands, a military command was

established on October 1, 2001. This command includes troops from all three armed forces and the Coast Guard. This is known as the

Theater Command. This provides immediate access to all types of military support under the control of a single commander to deal with

enemy challenges. Due to the strategic importance of the Nicobar Islands, a forward surveillance station has also been established there to

monitor both the surface and subsurface areas of the ocean. To counter Chinese aggression, Japan, Australia, the United States, and India

have formed an organization called the Quad. The Andaman and Nicobar Islands, located near the Strait of Malacca, have become a

strategically important location for the organization. The development of Great Nicobar Island is increasing India's influence in the Indian

Ocean.
