How will a compromise be reached?
In India's context, June 25th marks an

undemocratic, oppressive, and dictatorial

emergency. However, globally, emergencies

have also emerged, as everything between

the United States and Iran remains

contradictory. The two countries have

signed a 14-point memorandum of

understanding, but dialogue has stalled or

is continuing through mediators. US

President Trump is repeatedly threatening

a devastating attack. Most people there

believe that the US has lost the Iran war. The

US has had to accept almost all of the Iranian

conditions in the memorandum of

understanding. Trump has also lost in the

Senate, as the US Congress has passed the

"War Powers" resolution. Now, President

Trump cannot jump into any war without

the prior approval of the Congress. However,

Iran is also ready to retaliate against

Trump's threats. A secret letter from its

Supreme Leader, Mojtaba Khamenei, has

been leaked, clearly ordering an immediate

halt to negotiations with the US. In this

warlike atmosphere, Iran successfully tested

the "Qader" ballistic missile. The US and

Iran are militarily deployed on the war

fronts. Is such a compromise possible? Iran

and Israel are once again preparing and

deploying to launch devastating attacks

against each other. President Trump has

failed to pressure Israeli Prime Minister

Netanyahu to stop the attacks on Lebanon.

Israel continues to wreak havoc and

destruction in southern Lebanon through

aerial bombardment. Killings are ongoing,

people are being displaced, but Trump

simply threatens Iran that if a deal is not

reached, they will face even more devastating

attacks. Iran is already devastated. President

Trump's threats have prevented

negotiations for a deal from lasting even 24

hours. The Iranian delegation neither shook

hands with the US team nor posed for a joint

photo, but instead walked out of the

negotiating hall. Iran has made it clear to

the mediators that they will not negotiate

with the US in this manner. So, will a deal

not be reached? The more pressing question

is how will a final agreement be reached

given Trump's desire to keep Iran on edge?

Iran has refuted statements made by US

President Trump and Vice President Vance

regarding Iran's nuclear facilities, uranium

enrichment, and its obligation to purchase

American goods. Iran has clearly told the

US and the International Atomic Energy

Agency (IAEA) that inspections of nuclear

sites are possible only after a final agreement

is reached. The Iranian delegation has also

refused to meet with IAEA chief Rafael

Grossi in Switzerland. There are so many

contradictions between the US and Iran that

the question naturally arises: how will a final

agreement be reached? Will there be an

agreement at all? In a significant decision,

the White House has exempted Iranian oil

from sanctions. This is the first historic

decision the US has taken since 1979. While

Iran will only experience oil freedom for 60

days of negotiations, it is a crucial decision

for its economy. The agreement also

stipulates that Iran will always remain free

from sanctions. If an agreement is reached,

Iran will have to be permanently exempted

from sanctions. However, Iran will be able

to sell oil worth $40-43 billion during this

period. In light of this, India has also

purchased 3.885 million barrels of oil from

Iran. It is possible that a new agreement may

be reached between the two countries!

Eleven Indian ships and tankers have

crossed the Strait of Hormuz, carrying crude

oil, LNG, LPG, and fertilizers. Ten more

Indian ships are currently stranded there.

They too can return with oil and gas within

this 60-day period. Meanwhile, the US has

imposed a condition on Iran that Iran will

sell oil only to the US after the sanctions are

lifted, but Iran has flatly refused. Trump

also stipulates that Iran will purchase.
