Trump's 'Forced Labor' Tariff
Now, US President Trump wants to become
a global champion of 'forced labor.' He
targets 54 countries, including India, that
have failed to prevent the import of goods
manufactured using bonded or forced labor.
The US Trade Representative's Office has
proposed imposing a 12.5 percent tariff on
these countries under Section 301 of the
Trade Act. Although the US Supreme Court
has declared the '"Trumpist tariffs' illegal, the
President still has the authority to impose a
10 percent tariff for a certain period. The
global tariff imposed by President Trump
using this constitutional provision expires on
July 24. In fact, Trump is fundamentally a
'businessman,' and the President's office
wants to push the same mindset. If 'forced
labor' is prevalent in countries like India,
China, Japan, Brazil, Australia, Britain,
Saudi Arabia, and so on, why is the US
President so concerned? Has Trump also
received this contract? Taking India as an
example, it is estimated that over 115,000
people are victims of forced labor. They may
be child laborers, bonded laborers, or slave
laborers. Forced labor is prevalent in the
country's brick Kilns, agriculture, cotton,
textile industries, mining, shrimp processing,
domestic work, carpet weaving, stone
quarries, and more. Although India also has
the Bonded Labor System (Abolition) Act,
what impact are these conditions having on
the United States? This is not a US problem,
but Trump can do anything and use any
justification for tariffs.

The US President has chosen another area
for new tariffism. What concrete and
effective efforts has the US made regarding
bonded and child labor or generational
slavery? In fact, this proposal for a ''forced
labor'' tariff comes at a time when 99% of
the framework for a bilateral trade
agreement has been finalized with the US
delegation in India. This has also been
confirmed by Union Industry and
Commerce Minister Piyush Goyal. The final
1% is crucial, as India believes the US is
resorting to unauthorized actions through
the "forced labor' tariff. President Trump
now wants to compensate for the losses and
damages of the Iran war through another
tariff. The US has already spent $100 billion
on that imposed, wasteful, and failed war. It
is certainly true that President Trump
earned $214 billion through 'tit-for-tat"
tariffs, but after a court order, the US had
to refund $165 billion. Despite this, President
Trump remains undeterred. He is so fond
of "forced tariffs'' that he has prepared a
proposal to impose tariffs on dozens of
trading partner countries. On the other
hand, Canada, Pakistan, Mexico, Indonesia,
and other countries have been identified as
importing goods with minimal or no forced
labor. The US will impose a 10% tariff on
them. It's not going to spare anyone, as it
needs to balance the US economy. Consider
the hypocrisy of US law: when it comes to
""forced labor," it exempts rare minerals,
certain other metals, coffee,
pharmaceuticals, and aircraft parts. If the
US finds the ongoing exploitation in cobalt
mines favorable or benefits it, then that
exploitation is also welcome. Wow!
Superpower America! However, the
proposal has been put forward. It still needs
to be implemented in 54 countries, including
India. The hearing has been scheduled for
June 22nd, but the intentions of the US and
President Trump are clear. This could also
be a threat from the US to secure further
concessions from India in the trade
agreement. India should not succumb to
""American blackmail'' and should respond
firmly to the proposed tariffs. Trump is
difficult to understand. He sometimes
imposes tariffs, sometimes rescinds them. On
one hand, he calls India his friend, while on
the other, he threatens to impose new tariffs.
Despite the US Supreme Court's decision,
he is not abandoning his authoritarian.

Politics and Policy: The BJP surprised everyone by nominating Tarun Chugh and Rajneesh Agarwal for the Rajya Sabha. Discussions are
rife in the state regarding the appointment of an organization minister. Meanwhile, Indore-based IPS officer Ananya Awasthi is bringing
honor to Odisha by becoming the first woman Governor's ADC. The Bharatiya Janata Party's central leadership has once again surprised
everyone. Two names have been announced for the Rajya Sabha elections from Madhya Pradesh. The party has nominated National
General Secretary Tarun Chugh and Madhya Pradesh BJP Treasurer Rajneesh Agarwal as its Rajya Sabha candidates. These two names
were not widely discussed. Tarun Chugh is considered a trusted and close leader of the party's top leadership. Rajneesh Agarwal has been
given this responsibility due to his hard work and dedication to the organization. Who will fill the BJP Organization Minister position? The
post of Organization Minister in the Madhya Pradesh BJP has been vacant for several months. No new appointment has been announced
since the removal of Hitanand Sharma. Following the appointment of an organization minister in Rajasthan after two and a half years,
speculation has now intensified regarding the appointment of a new organization minister in Madhya Pradesh. Two prominent names are
emerging. The first is that of Abhay Mahajan, who works at the Deendayal Research Institute in Chitrakoot, while the second is that of
Rajmohan, the Malwa Pracharak of the Rashtriya Swayamsevak Sangh. It remains to be seen whether the Madhya Pradesh BJP will soon
appoint an organization minister following the Rajasthan pattern. Indore-based IPS officer Ananya Awasthi, a 2022 batch IPS officer of the
QOdisha cadre, originally from Indore, has brought pride to both Indore and Madhya Pradesh. She has become the first female IPS officer in
QOdisha to be appointed as ADC (Aide-de-Camp) to the Governor. Upon assuming office, Ananya stated that this is an important responsibility
that will provide her with extensive experience. She added that serving a constitutional officer is a matter of pride for her. Ananya's father
Ashutosh Awasthi is a retired IAS officer from Madhya Pradesh and currently resides in Indore.

The Karnataka drama may repeat itself in Bengal! Why
is the delay in ministerial portfolio allocations?

Even after the cabinet expansion in Bengal, portfolio allocations are still pending. This has sparked discussions about political balance and
potential discontent. The Bengal cabinet was expanded on June 1st, with 35 new ministers sworn in. However, portfolio allocations have not
yet been finalized. Meanwhile, after the swearing-in ceremony in Karnataka on June 3rd, the Chief Minister allocated portfolios to ministers.
A political drama has also erupted in Karnataka over portfolio allocations. After the formation of the government, the most discussed issue
was the displeasure of senior leader Ramalinga Reddy. The discontent over portfolio allocations, followed by his subsequent resignation, has
increased the Congress leadership's concern. Indeed, the stability of a government depends not only on a majority in the Legislative Assembly,
but also on the ability to maintain political and regional balance within the party. This is why the Bengal Chief Minister and the state BJP
President are holding frequent meetings and making frequent visits to Delhi. The delay in portfolio allocation is also being seen as an exercise
in political balance. While the results of the Bengal Assembly elections were announced on May 4th, Suvendu Adhikari was sworn in as
Chief Minister on May 9th, along with five other ministers. On June 1st, the Bengal Council of Ministers was expanded, with 35 new
ministers sworn in. With the induction of the new ministers, the state cabinet has grown to 41 members. Bengal has a total of 23 districts and
42 Lok Sabha seats. Following the formation of the BJP government, the biggest political debate has been the extent to which regional
balance of power has been achieved, which districts and Lok Sabha constituencies have received adequate representation, and which areas
have been relatively left out. Areas that received significant representation: North Bengal and Jangalmahal are considered to be the most
advantaged areas in the government. Cooch Behar, Alipurduar, Jalpaiguri, and Darjeeling in North Bengal have received significant
representation. Meanwhile, Purulia, Bankura, Jhargram, and West Medinipur in Jangalmahal have also managed to establish a strong
presence in the power structure. Furthermore, Kolkata and North 24 Parganas in South Bengal have also gained significant importance. If
we conduct a political analysis based on the 42 Lok Sabha seats, Barrackpore, Darjeeling, Alipurduar, Cooch Behar, Jalpaiguri, Purulia,
Bankura, Medinipur, Kolkata North, and Kolkata South emerge as the most benefited seats. Limited Representation Areas: On the other
hand, there are some areas that have received relatively less representation. These include Murshidabad, Malda, South Dinajpur, Howrah,
Birbhum, and a large part of South 24 Parganas. In terms of Lok Sabha seats, seats like Malda North, Malda South, Murshidabad,
Jangipur, Uluberia, Srirampur, Diamond Harbour, Raiganj, and Balurghat can be considered to have relatively weak or limited
representation. Overall, the BJP government's power structure clearly reflects the influence of North Bengal and Jangalmahal, while the
Malda-Murshidabad belt and parts of South Bengal have not achieved the expected share. However.

Adapting Abhik Barua's novel ''City of Death"
into a web series, he makes good use of the Kolkata setting. The rain, the city streets, and the dark atmosphere fit the story well. However, in many places, the story follows a familiar path.
Such stories, involving serial killers, police investigations, and characters grappling with personal issues, have been seen many times on OTT platforms. It's as if they've been seen in many
crime thrillers before. The actors put effort into creating the atmosphere, and it's evident on screen. The only problem is that the story sometimes lingers in the same setting for too long.
What's good? The biggest strength of ''Brown'' is its atmosphere. Cinematographer Amogh Deshpande has captured Kolkata beautifully. The rain, empty streets, and the city's atmosphere
blend seamlessly with the story. Karisma's acting is a strength to the series. Even when the story slows down at times, she maintains the audience's attention. Surya Sharma also provides
good support. What's bothering you? '"Brown'' seems in no hurry to get anywhere. At times, the audience seems more in a hurry than the story itself. Some episodes feel shorter and would
have been more impactful. Initially, it seems like the serial killer case will accelerate the story, but after a few episodes, it becomes clear that the series prefers a slower pace. Because of this,
even some major revelations don't have the same impact. The series strives to create a heavy and gloomy atmosphere from the beginning. The problem is that this becomes its weakness after
a while. Almost every character here is embroiled in some Kkind of trouble. This seems interesting in the beginning, but later it starts to feel repetitive. At times, the focus shifts more to the
characters' suffering than the murder investigation. Actors like Soni Razdan and Helen Khan haven't received much exposure. While the story picks up some pace towards the final
episode, the climax doesn't quite live up to expectations. Should you watch it or not? 'Brown' is a murder mystery. There's a serial killer, and there are many twists that keep you engaged
with the story. But this isn't one of those crime thrillers that tries to deliver a major twist in every episode. Karisma Kapoor is the series' biggest strength. If she weren't in the series, its
shortcomings would have been even more noticeable. Overall, ''Brown' is a series in which Karisma Kapoor often overtakes the story. After seven episodes, not everyone may remember
who the murderer was, but Rita Brown is definitely remembered. Perhaps this is both the series' biggest success and its biggest drawback.
