BJP is

splitting

Trinamool

Congress
It is now openly clear that the BJP is splitting

the Trinamool Congress. Evidence of this is

the fact that 12-14 rebel Trinamool MPs

gathered at the residence of Union Minister

and BJP's Bengal in-charge Bhupendra

Yadav. Bengal Chief Minister Suvendu

Adhikari was also present at that meeting

and discussion. On Monday evening, Chief

Minister Suvendu also visited the residence

of Shatabdi Roy, the alleged deputy leader

of the rebel MPs. There, too, meetings and

negotiations took place with the rebel

Trinamool faction. We say "negotiations"

because those meetings must have decided

how to become part of the NDA and

ultimately how to join the BJP. If there were

no allurements or attractions, why would

any MLA or MP rebel? Discontent and

rebellion are possible in any political party,

and history is replete with such incidents.

This sabotage exercise was underway while

Trinamool President Mamata Banerjee was

attending a meeting of the opposition

"India" alliance. The two locations are

approximately 1.5 kilometers apart. Mamata

Banerjee couldn't stop her MPs from

switching sides because the rebels saw a

"bright" political future within the BJP. The

MPs who enjoyed Mamata Banerjee's 15-

year rule, treated her like a goddess, and

won elections to the Lok Sabha using her

party's election symbol and her political

appeals, are now calling Trinamool a party

of brokers, thieves, dacoits, and rapists.

Wow! What parliamentary politics and anti-

defection law is this? Sure, this law allows

two-thirds of the rebel group to form and

recognize a separate faction, but even this

law has proven to be aimless and

meaningless. If Trinamool MPs were going

to split, why did they go to the BJP leader's

residence? Why did the BJP leader extend

an unannounced invitation? The Chief

Minister also, coincidentally, didn't attend.

Apparently, the BJP leadership decided that

breaking Trinamool after its crushing

electoral defeat would be an easy task and

include it as a component in the NDA. The

BJP-NDA needs to increase its numbers in

both houses of Parliament to more easily pass

constitutional amendment bills, which

require a two-thirds majority. Priority is the

delimitation bill, which could implement the

women's reservation law. The number of

seats for MPs from different states could be

increased. The ruling party failed to pass

this bill in the last parliamentary session by

a margin of 54 votes. Now, 20 rebel

Trinamool Congress MPs have written to

Speaker Om Birla requesting recognition as

a "separate faction." They now want to be

part of the NDA, and seating arrangements

should be made accordingly. This decision

rests with the Speaker, but the original

Trinamool Congress leaders are questioning

the signatures of 20 MPs on such a proposal.

Our fundamental question is why the BJP

is encouraging the disintegration of the

Trinamool Congress?
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Pakistan's Barbarity
It is in India's interest that the world community is fully aware of Pakistan's illegal occupation of Indian territory. This will only put Pakistan

under pressure and strengthen India's claim to this territory.

Lagging Accountability in the Government System
If corruption is to be controlled, good governance truly established, and India truly developed, accountability in the government system is

not only necessary, but essential. Inadequate action against officials in the CBSE and NEET cases. No action against officials responsible for

the Delhi hotel fire. The lack of accountability in the government system is a matter of serious concern. Following irregularities in the

evaluation of the Central Board of Secondary Education (CBSE) Class 12 exams, the central government removed Rahul Singh from his

post, seemingly as if it had finally determined it was necessary to establish accountability in this scandalous matter. However, news soon

emerged that he had been appointed Additional Secretary in the Ministry of Agriculture and Farmers Welfare. What kind of action and

accountability is this? Why would this transfer affect his health? Himanshu Gupta, who was removed from the post of CBSE Secretary

along with him, was sent back to his original cadre. He may not receive a central deputation for some time, but it is difficult to call this any

kind of harsh action. In the CBSE case, two officials were transferred. Even more serious, nothing was done in the NEET paper leak case.

No official of the National Testing Agency (NTA), the organization that conducts the exam, was transferred or suspended. This despite the

Supreme Court's clear statement that such incidents cannot be prevented without accountability. The government, and particularly Education

Minister Dharmendra Pradhan, is under attack from the opposition over the NEET paper leak. In addition to the Congress, the Cockroach

Janata Party recently protested in Delhi, demanding his resignation. While this protest was lackluster and made no impact, this does not

mean that the NEET paper leak issue is not serious and that the government's need for accountability is eliminated. Since no minister has

been asked to resign for any irregularities or mistakes during the Modi government's tenure, there is no possibility of the Education Minister

resigning either. It's difficult to say whether the Modi government will reshuffle its cabinet in its third term, and whether ministers who failed

to perform or brought disrepute to the government will be removed when that happens. However, the NEET paper leak is a very serious

matter. Many students have committed suicide due to the stress of re-exams. Will anyone take responsibility for this? It's true that dismissing

an official or accepting a minister's resignation due to a major mistake, error, or accident doesn't resolve the issue, but when this happens,

public sentiment is appeased and anger and resentment subside. When this doesn't happen, the question arises: does accountability and

moral responsibility even exist? It's not just about exam irregularities and the resulting distress and suicides of millions of students. The

accountability of the government machinery is difficult to determine in many other cases as well. The latest example is the fire that killed 22

people in Delhi, which was illegally built and operating without a fire department clearance certificate. Many of these people were foreigners

who had come to Delhi for the treatment of their family members.
