The country's 'unconventional PM'
Narendra Modi has been the country's

elected Prime Minister for the third

consecutive term, serving for 12 long

years—4,400 days. This is not a mere casual

occurrence or a political or democratic

acceptance, but rather the outcome of the

nation's public opinion. Becoming India's

Prime Minister is a feat in itself, a feat akin

to crossing the Himalayas. It is also a

testament to the empowerment of

democracy. In a multi-regional, multilingual,

multicultural, multi-ethnic, and multi-

religious country like India, a Prime

Minister for such a long tenure is also a mark

of diversity.

Their national

achievements will also be recorded! Nehru

is most notable because he was the first to

lead independent India. He was entrusted

with the responsibility of laying the

foundation stones of national construction.

He shaped IITs, IIMs, AIIMS, heavy

industry, dams like Bhakra, and the initial

expansion of railways. Of course, Prime

Minister Modi has expanded them

significantly. Today, IITs and AIIMS exist

in major states across the country. All are of

equal standard. Nehru had to start from

scratch. He too made historical and cultural

mistakes, but that's human nature.

Therefore, BJP ministers, leaders, and

cadres should refrain from boasting that

Prime Minister Modi has broken Nehru's

record and surpassed him. During Nehru's

tenure, the country's GDP was less than $1

trillion.

Since independence, the

country's population has increased nearly

fivefold, and GDP is also growing

proportionately. Indeed, in many ways,

Prime Minister Modi is an "unconventional

Prime Minister." He has implemented

"unconventional" programs and schemes

such as Jan Dhan bank accounts, Ujjwala

gas, toilets, government-assisted permanent

homes, tap water, Ayushman Bharat, the

abolition of Article 370 in Jammu and

Kashmir, the Triple Talaq Act, the free

distribution of over 2.2 billion doses of

COVID-19 vaccine in response to the global

COVID-19 pandemic, and the invention of

the COVID-19 vaccine in India. These

programs and schemes are flawed,

inconsistencies exist, and public complaints

persist, yet these policy initiatives continue

unabated. No previous Prime Minister

envisioned this. Prime Minister Modi has

consistently benefited from this political

advantage. Since the COVID-19 pandemic,

more than 800 million Indians have been

provided 5 kg of free ration every month,

and this will continue until 2029. However,

economic experts and knowledgeable people

have been questioning whether these people

(now 813.5 million) will starve to death if free

rations are not distributed to them.

The Invisible Crisis of Drying Rivers:

Disappearing Streams, Ganga in Peril
The continuity of any major river is determined by its tiny veins. When these dry up, the river's demise is inevitable. The existence of the

Ganga River is facing an unprecedented and invisible crisis. The latest research from the Department of Environmental Science and

Engineering at IIT Dhanbad shows that over the past 50 years, approximately 1.8 million small streams in the Ganga River basin have

completely disappeared. On average, we are permanently losing 99 natural streams every day. This research is based on an in-depth

analysis of seven small rivers and their 56 watersheds, which form part of the Ganga's main flow. The seven major small rivers identified in

this research include the Khudar, Urmil, and Bodla (tributaries of the Ken and Betwa), considered the lifelines of Bundelkhand. The

shrinking of their watersheds is directly impacting the flow of the Ken and Betwa, ultimately reaching the main stream of the Ganga. The

continuity of any major river is determined by its micro-channels. When these channels dry up, the river's drying up is inevitable. According

to the research, the causes of this are unplanned land use, uncontrolled infrastructure construction, coal and mineral mining, and illegal

sand mining, as well as chemical farming along the banks of streams. The weakening of soil grip due to farming leads to rapid land erosion

during the monsoon season, and the sediment that accumulates in the rivers as sediment chokes the streams. When combined with these

uncontrolled human activities, the devastating effects of climate change exacerbate the crisis. Due to the lack of water in these streams

during the non-monsoon months, the threat of desertification is increasing. Groundwater levels are also falling, affecting the country's

agriculture, rural economy, and food security. Scientists at IIT Dhanbad have suggested a bold policy intervention. They believe that a

"river land acquisition" policy should be adopted to revive the natural form of rivers, their riparian zones, and their old flow routes.

Chemical farming should be banned along river banks and only natural forestry should be promoted there. It is necessary to prepare a

"River Red List" based on the rate of river shrinkage, their length, and flow density, so that endangered rivers can be saved on a priority

basis.

Could Mamata Banerjee change the

political equation with her final move?
Speculations of a merger between Mamata Banerjee and the Trinamool Congress with the Congress have sparked a new debate in West

Bengal politics. If this happens, what impact it will have on the Assembly, Lok Sabha, the anti-defection law, and party organization?

Political circles are currently buzzing with speculation about a possibility: Mamata Banerjee may join the Congress. However, the discussion

isn't just about her or Abhishek Banerjee's personal joining, but also the possibility that the Trinamool Congress could merge with the

Congress. Imagine the strange irony of politics! The woman who not only forged her own path by separating from the Congress and

proudly boasted that she had reduced it to a mere signboard in West Bengal, is now reportedly seeking refuge under the same Congress

signboard after losing everything: her position as an MP, MLA, councilor, state power, and the Chief Minister's post. This has happened

before—however, in this case, the Trinamool Congress cannot be credited with being the first in West Bengal. If a party that broke away

from the Congress party ultimately merges with the Congress party, it would not be a new political event. Previously, Ajay Mukhopadhyay's

Bangla Congress and Pranab Mukherjee's Rashtriya Samajwadi Congress had also broken away from the Congress party but later

rejoined the mainstream. Therefore, such a development has been witnessed in Indian politics, especially in West Bengal. However, if this

happens, it could have far-reaching political and legal implications. Mergers of political parties do not occur solely at the behest of MPs or

MLAs. It requires following a procedure established within the party's organizational structure. The Trinamool Congress, modeled after

the Congress Constitution, also contains a similar provision. Merger Proposal - If the party's delegates, estimated to number around 1,000,

pass a merger proposal by a majority at a meeting, then, according to the rules, all elected representatives of the Trinamool Congress will

automatically be considered Congress representatives. In such a situation, the combined strength of 80 Trinamool Congress MLAs and two

Congress MLAs in the West Bengal Assembly could bring the Congress's tally to 82. Naturally, dissident Trinamool Congress MPs and

MLAs may not accept this decision. If they have a two-thirds majority in the Assembly, they could form a separate group and pursue a

different political path. The two-thirds mark of 82 MLAs is 55, and if the dissident camp has more MLAs, it may be relatively easier for them

to pursue a different path. The situation will change in the Lok Sabha, however, and the situation will be different. If 28 Trinamool Congress

MPs are considered Congress MPs, the Congress's total strength could reach 127. In such a scenario, the two-thirds majority would be 85

MPs, which could prove difficult for the dissidents to achieve. As a result, they could face constraints under the anti-defection law. While

they have the option to resign, they will not be able to claim the Trinamool Congress's name, election symbol, or organizational resources. An

important aspect of this discussion also relates to the party's assets and resources. If the Trinamool Congress formally merges with the

Congress, the party's assets, funds, and organizational structure could become part of the new political structure. In such a scenario, the

estranged leaders may be forced to form a new party, but they will not be able to utilize the identity and resources of the old organization.

This is why this potential move is being seen not only as a political realignment, but also as a strategy to control the growing discontent and

potential division within the Trinamool Congress. The biggest question now is: will this be a political vendetta, an attempt to save its

existence, or a strategy adopted to protect its political legacy and self-respect? The answer could determine the future course of West Bengal

politics.

The burden of diseases in India is steadily increasing, and its impact is more visible on women than on men. According to the latest data on health and living conditions from the National

Sample Survey Office (NSSO) of the Ministry of Health, the disease rate

among women is generally higher than that among men. In particular,

musculoskeletal problems, high blood pressure, thyroid disorders, and

infections are more prevalent among women. Meanwhile, men have a

relatively higher incidence of heart disease and physical injuries

associated with chest pain. The data also indicates that the rise in diseases

is becoming a serious issue not only for health but also for women's social,

economic, and functional capabilities. According to officials, the

number of women reporting illnesses within the 15 days preceding the

survey was significantly higher. A total of 13,504 cases of illness were

reported per 100,000 population among men, compared to

17,006 among women. This difference indicates that women face a

relatively higher incidence of health problems. Among the major

categories of diseases, 3,523 cases of heart disease were reported in men

and 4,273 cases in women. Women face greater burden on mental

health as well. Statistics on mental and neurological diseases are also

concerning. Depression, stress, anxiety, and several other neurological

problems were reported more frequently in women than in men.

According to mental health experts, the combined impact of domestic

responsibilities, workplace pressures, caregiving roles, and societal

expectations can impact women's mental health. There was little difference between men and women in respiratory diseases. Diseases such as upper respiratory tract infections, colds, and

throat problems were reported at approximately the same level in both groups. This suggests that some infectious and seasonal illnesses do not vary significantly by gender.
