If India is attacked then help
Indian Prime Minister Modi and US

President Trump met after a long time of

about 16 months. Of course, hands were

shaken, but there were no warm embraces.

Don’t know why? During this great

meeting, many knots would have been

opened, illusions would have been broken,

perceptions would have changed, many

types of ice would have melted, as a result,

President Trump expressed grief over the

killing of three Indian sailors in the Gulf of

Oman and also assured to ensure the safety

of all sailors in future. This bilateral meeting

was held on the sidelines of the G-7

conference in France. President Trump

shocked the world for the first time by

making such a statement that if anyone

attacked this person (pointing towards Prime

Minister Modi), we would help India. As long

as India has Prime Minister Modi, America

will stand with India in every attack.

President Trump also made it clear that if

there is a new leader in India, then he

cooperation with India. Of course, India and

America are strategic partner countries.

There are agreements on defence, security

and protection between the two. These

agreements are both emotional and written

in drafts. The most important example is

that of 'Quad', which, apart from India and

America, also includes Japan and Australia.

The areas of the Indian Ocean and Pacific

Ocean are extremely important and sensitive

for these countries. About 35 percent of

trade takes place through the Indian Ocean.

China is also present there and sometimes

shows arrogance, hence America needs

India for its survival and activity in this

region and to respond to China's aggression.

There is no other option. Perhaps President

Trump's statement may have come in view

of this scenario and sensitivity! Apart from

this, China and Turkey had provided

military assistance to Pakistan during

'Operation Vermillion' in May 2025, despite

that the Indian Air Force had reduced

Pakistan's airbases and aircraft to mud and

debris. However, now President Trump has

given a public statement that America will

help in case of any attack on India. This is a

clear indication of a historic change in the

diplomatic equations, as India was earlier a

supporter of the Soviet Union and is still a

close friend of Russia, but is also a declared

strategic partner of the US. Prime Minister

Modi has clearly told President Trump that

the partnership should be equal and

respectful. Any relationship is successful only

on the basis of 'trust'. There have been ups

and downs in India-US relations during the

last 16 months, the US President has termed

India as a 'dead economy'. India has been

compared to hell and 50 percent tariff has

also been imposed on India. Those

statements may have been made in some

gust of mentality, but the reality is that both

the countries are complementary to each

other. As far as defense cooperation is

concerned, today India buys 40 percent

arms from Russia, about 29 percent from

France and 15-16 percent from Israel.

America is almost missing from this list, even

though it is the largest supplier of arms in

the world, about 42 percent.

Perhaps

that is also why Trump has given India

permission to buy crude oil from Russia. The

US ban had ended on Wednesday. However,

President Trump expressed hope for a 'trade

deal' with India and termed the talks with

Prime Minister Modi as 'meaningful'. He has

expressed hope of a trade of more than 19

trillion dollars with India. India exports

about 30 percent of electronic machinery

and equipment, about 10 percent of

medicines and more than 8 percent of nuclear

reactors etc. to America. However, this top

meeting has taken place .

If Iran

is now allowed to

charge any kind of

service fee for ships

passing through the

Strait of Hormuz, it

would mean that

Trump would also be

betraying America's

allies in the Persian

Gulf.

By doing so, he will

give Iran a financial

and strategic

advantage to which it

has no right and

which it did not have

before. The worst

betrayal has

happened to those

Americans who

supported this war.

Not only traditional

conservatives like me,

but many of Trump's

MAGA supporters

were also in favor of

this war, because

they believed that

withdrew from the

war which he himself

had instigated.

Second innings: Are alone, not weak; What to prepare for emergency situations
My wife and I are both over sixty. My son is abroad and we both live alone in a flat. My wife is a little ill, so I am worried about what to do if

any emergency occurs? Public health expert Dr. Pawan Pathak gave some advice to the elderly living alone in the society: If the health of any

of the elderly couple suddenly deteriorates, then first of all one should remain calm and assess the situation. It is important to see whether the

person is conscious or not and whether his breathing is normal or not. If one part of the face becomes crooked, there is sudden weakness in

the arms and legs or there is difficulty in speaking, then it can be a sign of stroke. Chest pain, shortness of breath or excessive sweating can

be a sign of a heart attack. In any such emergency situation, one should reach the hospital without delay. If necessary, call an ambulance (108/

112) immediately. Regular medicines, medical reports and doctor's contact numbers of the elderly should be kept in easily accessible places.

Loss of balance and falls are a major cause of injuries and hospitalization in the elderly. Therefore, it is extremely important to make the

house safe. Anti-skid mats should be laid in bathrooms and kitchens and grab bars or handrails should be installed in toilets and bathrooms.

Night lights can be used to keep paths illuminated at night. Loose carpets, loose wires and obstacles in the way should be removed. Make sure

stairs have strong handrails and adequate lighting. Make a habit of wearing non-slip slippers or shoes and the height of beds and chairs

should be such that it is easy to get up and down. Some essential health equipment and first aid items should be available in the house for

emergency situations. These include weighing machine, digital thermometer, blood pressure monitor, pulse oximeter, glucometer and torch

etc. The first aid kit should contain cotton, gauze, bandage, medical tape, antiseptic cream, scissors, disposable gloves and necessary first aid

medicines. Adequate stock of medicines prescribed by the doctor should be kept and their list, time and dosage should be written down in a

safe place. No new medicine should be started without doctor's advice. The safety of the elderly is not only the responsibility of the family but

of the entire society. Make a list of lonely elderly people in the apartment - form a volunteer team of 5-10 responsible youth.
