While some national and

international sports events are held, this

tradition has not been established with high

standards. While football, hockey, and thodo

competitions in Dharamshala, Mandi, and

Solan have garnered national recognition,

sports schedules are gradually being

established through private efforts. The

handball coaching and management

facilities at Morsinghi in Bilaspur have

become so advanced that national teams are

being formed there. The Cricket Association

has organized the most successful events, and

the Dharamshala Stadium has become

renowned worldwide. Similarly, the current

government has transformed the entire

environment in Nadaun by establishing an

excellent sports complex at a cost of 150

crore rupees. In the past few years, after

sports hostels in Dharamshala, Bilaspur,

Hamirpur, Una, Ghatasani in Shimla, and

Shilaru, the world's highest and most

prominent high-altitude training center, the

Nadaun Center is now being completed.

Himachal has already delayed its offer to

host the National Games, yet if events like

Khelo India Khelo are held, the structure

and pattern will completely change. Hosting

the National Games in Himachal will develop

sports infrastructure in many areas

simultaneously. For example, if the main

event is held in Dharamshala, and sports-

specific events are organized in Una,

Hamirpur, Nadaun, Mandi, Solan,

Palampur, Kullu, and Pong Dam,

Himachal's sports caravan will further

strengthen the entire environment.

Home Minister Amit Shah has stressed the need to amend the NDPS Act to curb drug trafficking, and has sought immediate suggestions

from state governments.

India Moves Towards AI Sovereignty
The Trump administration's ban on Anthropic's AI tools has posed a challenge for global AI developers, including India. This situation

presents an opportunity for India to achieve AI and data sovereignty and develop indigenous capabilities. The Trump administration

banned Anthropic's AI tools.

The Indian economy failed to achieve the desired

transformation from agriculture to manufacturing, but the expansion of the IT sector not only compensated for this loss but also strengthened

the economy. Logically, IT development will not only lead to the expansion of AI, but will also replace Level 1 and 2 IT support tasks such as

coding, data entry, manual testing, and password resets. The degree to which a country gains an edge in the AI ??competition will not only

impact its economy but also determine how independent or dependent its government and non-government systems will remain. Foreign

dependence on the AI ??sector or data can impact all aspects of national life, including the economy, politics, governance, national security,

and sovereignty. Therefore, it is essential that India achieve sovereignty in the AI ??and data sectors as soon as possible. India has so far

signaled its priority to develop small but specific AI models or applications. Sovereign AI refers to a country's ability to develop, implement,

and control AI systems using domestic infrastructure, local data, human talent, and legal frameworks. This requires semiconductors, complex

semiconductor chip formats (GPUs), large multi-tasking programs (Foundational Models), Large Language Models (LLMs) trained on

large language data, and massive data centers. This isn't to say that work hasn't been done in these areas. The country has developed fully

indigenous LLMs, namely Sarvam, Artificial, and BharatGen. CDAC has also developed a supercomputer called Airavat as an AI stack. An

AI repository has also been created to provide researchers and developers with the necessary non-personalized datasets and models at

discounted rates. These steps are commendable, but they are significantly smaller compared to those of American and Chinese companies.

India needs to establish not just one or two, but many LLMs. Mutual competition will sharpen and expand these models. In the Indian

landscape, accessing data to train second-level applications and models is a major challenge.
