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Doctor: God or Shopkeeper

July 1st was '"Doctor's Day." We don't know
who decides this day, or whether it's simply
a business strategy, but in India, there's a
common belief that doctors are ''a form of
God." ""God" is an exaggeration, but we can
at least consider them "'life-givers." When a
person's last breath is being drawn out and
the shadow of death looms, a doctor's passion
and determination saves that life. A doctor
treated a poor and helpless woman whose
womb had been destroyed nine times, using
his resources, and the cries of a daughter
echoed in her courtyard. One baby didn't
cry after birth and also fell victim to
pneumonia. His respiratory and esophagus
were also compromised, breathing like a
bellows. A doctor performed the operations,
and today these children have grown up to
be young. There are countless such examples
of giving new life. Of course, doctors'
education and training have proven to be
life-savers, but imagine that for those who
haven't received hospital treatment or found
such a '"life-giver," death is a terrifying
reality. The Registrar General of India
conducted a survey on May 10th through
the Sample Registration System (SRS). Its
findings and statistics regarding health and
population are extremely frightening.
Although the survey was based on 2024
data, its conclusions are still alarming. The
number of deaths due to lack of medical or
hospital assistance has more than doubled.
The proportion of such deaths was 18% in
2020, but in 2024, this figure has risen to
45.05%. In Bihar, Jharkhand, and
Chhattisgarh, this figure exceeded 60 %. In
Kerala, the figure was 26.08 %, which is even
higher than the previous national average
of 18 % . What kind of country is this? These
deaths are occurring without treatment,
which is extremely tragic. This situation is
occurring even though the Modi
government's ''Ayushman Bharat'' scheme
is implemented almost nationwide and has
been promoted as the world's largest and
most comprehensive health insurance
scheme. In reality, ' Ayushman Bharat'' is a
half-truth, known only to those who hold the
card. This card is effective only for
operations and incisions. If you want to
consult a doctor for routine or chronic
ailments, you will have to pay a high fee.
Medicines are a separate expense! The
question here is: why are so many deaths
occurring in India? Because hospitals and
doctors are not accessible to the common
man. They have become so expensive,
greedy, pickpocket-like, and thrifty that the
average poor person cannot afford their
treatment. Once you go to a hospital, MRIs,
CT scans, lung and kidney tests, and heart
tests will be performed, whether they are
needed or not. Hospitals simply do not
recognize tests done outside the country. In
the Indian system, doctors are paid hefty
salaries and set quotas, specifying the
number of patients they must operate on.
In many places, the salaries of such doctors
are even higher than those of the
government's Cabinet Secretary. The
government even subsidizes a doctor's
education. Is this all that money spent to
become a shopkeeper? There are exceptions,
who are truly 'life-savers.'" In Indore,
Madhya Pradesh, there is a neurologist
doctor with a 3-4 month waiting list for an
appointment. His one-time fee, applicable for
a week, is 3500 rupees, while the average
specialist doctor's fee is 1200-1500 rupees.
The average is similar in the capital, Delhi.
Other neurologist doctors also charge an
average fee of 1700 rupees. The question is,
can a patient with a chronic neurological
disease or the common man afford such
expensive treatment? If they can't, they will
face premature death. Is this the
fundamental right guaranteed in the Indian
Constitution? It is the government's
responsibility to provide affordable
healthcare to the poor.
